ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY CREATING AND ESTABLISHING A NEW CHAPTER 156 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON ENTITLED
“METALS, DEALERS IN SECONDHAND"
WHEREAS, the Township of Haddon (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 

WHEREAS, the business of dealing in secondhand metals naturally involves, whether knowingly or unwittingly, the sale and purchase of stolen materials; and  

WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined it is in the best interest of the citizens of the Township of Haddon to regulate and establish a standard body of uniformly produced records and policies to be adhered to by dealers in secondhand metals for the purposes of (1) supporting the efforts of local, regional and state law enforcement authorities to track, monitor and share information regarding the sale and purchase of secondhand metals (2) discouraging the theft of secondhand metals and the sale of stolen secondhand metals and (3) ensuring and promoting the difficulty of disposing of stolen secondhand metals and aiding in the recovery thereof; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1:
   There shall be created a new Chapter 156 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Metals, Secondhand,” which shall read as follows:
CHAPTER 156  METALS, DEALERS IN SECONDHAND
ARTICLE I.  GENERAL PROVISIONS
§156-1 Purpose.
The purpose of this Chapter is to regulate the standards and manner in which secondhand metals are sold and purchased and the manner in which secondhand metal businesses are operated and maintained within the Township of Haddon in order to ensure the protection of the public health, safety and welfare of the residents of the Township and to assist Federal, State and local law enforcement agencies in their efforts to eliminate the sale and purchase of stolen secondhand metals.
§156-2  Definitions.
For the purpose of this Chapter, the following terms shall have the following meanings:


ALUMINUM MATERIALS
Any aluminum cable, bar, rod, pipe or tubing of the type used to construct utility, communication or broadcasting towers, aluminum utility wire, aluminum radiators not attached to a motor vehicle, aluminum irrigation pipe or tubing, or any aluminum artwork, ornament, roofing or railing, whether composed of aluminum or alloys thereof, or any combination of the above.  Aluminum materials does not include aluminum cans that have served their original economic purpose.
CHIEF OF POLICE

The Chief of the Haddon Township Police Department, or his or her designee.


COPPER MATERIALS
Any copper wire, bar, rod, pipe or tubing, including copper wire or cable or coaxial cable of the type used by public utilities, common carriers or communication services providers, whether wireless or wire line, copper air conditioner evaporator coil or condenser, copper or aluminum-cooper radiator not attached to a motor vehicle, or any copper artwork, ornament, roofing or railing, whether composed of copper or alloys thereof, or any combination of the above.
DEALER IN SECONDHAND METALS or SECONDHAND METAL BUSINESS
A person who buys, sells and/or stores, or is in the business of buying, selling and/or storing, secondhand metals.  As used in this Chapter, "dealer in secondhand goods" or "secondhand metal business" shall also mean and include the property, lot, parcel, location, yard, place or space at or from which the business of a dealer in secondhand metals or secondhand metal business is conducted.
METAL ELECTRICAL WIRE

Any household or industrial metal electrical wiring, other than that used to transmit data or voice by telephone, computer or similar device.

METAL GAS PIPE

Any segment of piping of the type commonly used for natural gas, whether made of copper, iron or any other metal.

METAL PLUMBING PIPE

Any segment of piping of the type commonly used for water supply, sewage or drainage, whether made of copper, iron or any other metal.  Metal plumbing pipe shall not be deemed to include pipes or ducts of the type commonly used in heating, ventilation and air conditioning ("HVAC").

PERSON

An individual, firm, corporation, limited liability company, partnership and/or any other type of organization or business entity of any kind.

RAILROAD TRACK MATERIALS

Any rail, switch component, spike, angle bar, tie plate or bolt of the type used in constructing railroads.

SECONDHAND METALS
Any aluminum materials, copper materials, metal electrical wire, metal gas pipe, metal plumbing pipe and/or railroad track materials, as such materials are defined in this Chapter.  "Secondhand metals" also include electrical, communications or utility brass, stainless steel sinks, catalytic converters not attached to a motor vehicle, metal beer kegs and such other objects composed of a metal material that is commonly sold and bought by secondhand metal dealers.  Secondhand metals does not include ferrous metals not listed in this section or first generation metals, meaning any metal, metal object or product containing any of the metals defined herein which metal, metal object or product is being used in the form and/or by the user for which it was originally produced or intended. 
ARTICLE II.  LICENSE REQUIREMENTS, APPLICATION AND PROCEDURES
§156-3 License Required; Licenses Non-Transferable
A. 
No person shall establish, operate, maintain or expand the business or trade of a dealer in secondhand metals without first obtaining a license pursuant to the requirements of this Chapter.  The licensee, by accepting a license hereunder, agrees to comply with all of the terms and conditions set forth in this Chapter.
B. 
The license required by this Chapter shall be issued by the Township Clerk in accordance with the requirements of this Chapter. 

C. 
A license issued pursuant to this Chapter shall authorize the licensee to conduct the business regulated by this Chapter only at, on and/or upon the premises specified in the license.  It shall be unlawful for any person to post a license on a premises other than the premises for which the licensed was issued.  

D. 
A license issued pursuant to this Chapter shall be prominently displayed in a conspicuous place on the licensed premises at all times.  It shall be unlawful for any person to knowingly deface or destroy a license issued and posted in accordance with this Chapter.
E. 
No license issued pursuant to this Chapter may be assigned or transferred in any manner for any reason.  Any licensee who wishes to change the location of the premises where the licensed business operates shall be required to apply for a new license and shall follow all requirements of this Chapter regarding such application.

§156-4  License Application Requirements
A. 
Notwithstanding anything in Chapter 154 to the contrary, any person applying for a license pursuant to this Chapter shall provide the following information: 
1.
The name, address, telephone number, cellular telephone number and current email address and website of the applicant.

2. 
The name and address of all shareholders, members, partners, directors, officers and registered agent(s) of the applicant.  If any such shareholder, member or partner is itself a business entity of any kind, the applicant also shall provide the name and address of all shareholders, members, partners, directors and registered agents of same.  
3. 
All details pertaining to the business proposed to be conducted, including but not limited to identification by block and lot of the specific property upon which the business is proposed to be conducted.
4. 
Whether the applicant or any of the applicant’s shareholders, members, partners, directors, officers or owners have been convicted of any criminal offense or ordinance violation (other than traffic or parking offenses) in any jurisdiction and, if so, a list of such convictions with date and prosecuting jurisdiction.

5. 
Whether the applicant or any of the applicant’s shareholders, members, partners, directors, officers or owners have held a license or had an interest in a license issued by this or any other jurisdiction regulating the purchase and sale of secondhand metals which license was revoked and, if so, list the date of revocation and the jurisdiction. 

6. 
A copy of the Zoning Permit and resolution of approval from the Planning Board or Zoning Board as required by §156-5(A)(2) and (3).

7. 
The application fee required by Section 111-19 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

B. 
In the event any employee or personnel of the Township of Haddon who is charged with reviewing an application for a license pursuant to this Chapter determines that the application is incomplete or fails to provide sufficient information to enable such person to perform his or her duties with respect to reviewing same, the applicant shall be required to provide such additional information as such person reasonably may require to enable him or her to fulfill his or duties hereunder.

§156-5  Prerequisites for Issuance of License


A. 
No license shall be issued unless the following requirements are met:
1. 
The applicant has submitted all information required by this Chapter and such additional information as the processing personnel within the Township may reasonably require.

2. 
The applicant has obtained site plan approval from the Planning Board or Zoning Board, as applicable.

3. 
The applicant has obtained a zoning permit from the Zoning Officer.

4. 
The report of the Police Department required in Subsection B below has been provided to the Township Clerk with a statement that the applicant has no criminal history which would lead the Police Department to recommend that the application for a license hereunder be denied.

5. 
The applicant has paid the fee required by Chapter 111-19 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

B. 
Investigation of Application by Police Department
Upon receipt of an application for a license in accordance with this Article, the Township Clerk shall cause a copy thereof to be sent to the Police Department, which shall provide a report and recommendation to the Township Clerk within 21 days.  The report required by this Section shall indicate whether any of the applicant’s shareholders, members, partners, directors, officers or owners have a criminal history and shall include a statement of whether any such criminal history would lead the Chief of Police to recommend that the application for a license hereunder be denied.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein shall be construed to require the Police Department to disseminate to any person a copy of any criminal history report obtained pursuant to this Section nor shall such report be disseminated to the Township Clerk with a copy of the report and recommendation required by this Section.

§156-6  Time for Action; Denial; Appeals

A. 
The Township Clerk shall approve or deny an application for a license within thirty (30) days of receipt of same.

B. 
The Township Clerk shall deny an application for a license required by this Chapter if any of the following applies:

1. 
The Police Department report recommends denial of the application;

2. 
The application is incomplete for any reason or the applicant has failed to provide any additional information requested by any Township employee or personnel requesting same pursuant to Section 156-4(B); or

3. 
The applicant has failed to pay the fee required by Section 111-19 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.


C. 
Appeals

In the event the Township Clerk denies an application for a license required by this Chapter, the applicant may appeal such action to the Governing Body by filing a notice of appeal and request for a hearing with the Township Clerk within fourteen (14) days from the date the Township Clerk mails notice of denial to the applicant.  All hearings held by the Governing Body pursuant to this Section shall be conducted in accordance with Governing Body's policies and procedures governing public hearings.

§156-7   License Contents
All licenses issued by the Township Clerk in accordance with this Article shall include, without limitation, the following information:

A. 
the license number assigned to the license by the Township Clerk, which shall be assigned or numbered sequentially by year and then numerically in the order of the number of licenses issued;

B. 
the name of the person or business entity to whom the license was issued;

C.  
the location where the person or business entity is licensed to conduct business as a dealer in secondhand metals, including the street name, street number, block and lot thereof; and
D. 
the expiration date of the license.

§156-8 Term of License.

Every license issued in accordance with this Article shall be valid from January 1 to December 31 of each year and shall be renewable on an annual basis.  Any license issued after January 1 shall expire on December 31 of the year in which it was issued.  The fee for the license and each annual renewal thereof shall be as provided in §111-19 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.  The renewal application and the fee for a renewal license shall be submitted and paid no later than December 1 of the year prior to the year for which the renewal is sought.  

§156-9  Records of Licenses to be Maintained by Township Clerk.

A. 
Prior to delivering any approved license to the person or business entity identified in such license, the Township Clerk shall assign a number to the license and shall record in a book kept solely for the purpose stated herein the following information for each license: 
1. 
the license number, which shall be assigned in the manner required in Section 156-6(B)(1) above;

2. 
the name of the person to whom the license was issued; and

3. 
the location for which the license was issued and the date the license was issued.  
B. 
In the event a license issued pursuant to this Chapter is revoked as provided for in this Chapter, the Township Clerk shall record in the same book the date the license was revoked.  
C. 
The book maintained by the Township Clerk as required in this Section shall be labeled “Licenses – Dealers in Secondhand Metals” and shall be made available during normal business hours for inspection by the Police Department of the Township of Haddon, the Camden County Prosecutor and any other Federal, State or local governmental agency with jurisdiction, and/or the appointed or designated representative or representatives of each.

ARTICLE III.  REGULATIONS FOR OPERATION OF LICENSED BUSINESS
§156-10  Conduct of Business 

All secondhand metal dealers licensed pursuant to this Chapter shall conduct the licensed business in accordance with all requirements of the Code of the Township of Haddon.  Notwithstanding any other provision of the Code which is applicable to said businesses, it shall be unlawful for secondhand metal businesses and/or dealers in secondhand metals to fail to comply with the following:
A. 
Hours of Operation.

The hours of operation of all secondhand metal businesses licensed by this Chapter shall be limited to the hours of 7:00A.M. through 7:00P.M. Monday through Friday, and 7:00A.M. through 1:00P.M. on Saturday.  
B. 
Record Keeping and Reporting Requirements.

The owner or operator of every secondhand metal business and/or every dealer in secondhand metals shall strictly comply with the reporting requirements of Section 156-11(B) and (C) and the inspection requirements of Section 156-10(E).

C. 
Resale Holding Requirement.

1. 
All secondhand metals and/or items comprised, in whole or in part, of any secondhand metal or combination thereof which are received by a secondhand metal business or dealer of secondhand metals shall be retained by said business or dealer for a period not less than forty-eight (48) hours from the date and time of said transaction (the "Resale Hold Period").  
2. 
During the Resale Hold Period, no secondhand metals or any other item governed by this Chapter shall be destroyed, broken, modified or otherwise changed from the condition in which it was in at the time of the transaction.
3. 
During the Resale Hold Period, all items purchased shall be stored and/or kept in a separate and distinct pile, bundle or package and the licensee shall place upon each such pile, bundle or package a tag bearing the name and address of the seller, the date and time of the transaction and the weight thereof at the time of the transaction.
D. 
Report and Surrender of Stolen or Lost Goods

1. 
Every secondhand business dealer or dealer in secondhand goods licensed pursuant to this Chapter, and any employee, servant, agent or representative thereof, who shall receive or be in possession of any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials governed by this Chapter which may have been stolen or lost or are alleged to have been stolen or lost shall forthwith, upon demand to view the same, present the same to any member of the Haddon Township Police Department or any other officer or representative of the Township.

2. 
Any person duly licensed pursuant to this Chapter is under a duty to report to, and shall immediately report to, the Chief of Police the receipt of any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials that were delivered under circumstances that would cause a reasonable person to believe they were probably stolen or otherwise inappropriately obtained.

3. 
No dealer in secondhand metals or person operating a secondhand metal business shall knowingly buy, sell, receive, dispose of, conceal or have in his possession any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form from which the manufacturer's serial number, identification number or other identifying number or mark has been removed, defaced, covered, altered or destroyed for the purpose of concealing or misrepresenting the identity of such goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials.  In the event a dealer is offered for purchase any such altered or defaced, said dealer shall immediately notify the Chief of Police of such offer.

E. 
Inspections.


The licensed premises and the records maintained by the licensee pursuant to this Chapter shall be available for inspection, and copying as may be the case, by any member of the Haddon Township Police Department and any other officer or representative of the Township at any time during the hours of operation of the licensed business, with or without notice, and shall be opened to all such persons of authority upon demand by any such person for access thereto and presentation of his or her proper identification.
F. 
Limitation on Operations

1. 
No secondhand metal business or any person operating or conducting the business of a secondhand metal dealer, nor any employee, servant, agent or representative thereof, shall receive or purchase any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials any kind, shape or form, or anything whatsoever, from any person under eighteen (18) years of age as set forth on a valid government-issued photo identification pursuant to Section 156-11(B)(3) of this Chapter.

2. 
No dealer in secondhand metals shall hold a license to carry on the business of a pawnbroker and no person operating a secondhand metal business shall receive during the course of conducting such business any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form by way of pledge or pawn, nor shall any such dealer in secondhand metals loan or advance any sum of money on the security of any such good, article, object, merchandise, product or material.

3. 
No secondhand metal dealer shall engage in the business of or conduct or operate a junk yard as such term is defined in N.J.S.A. 27:5E-3.

G. 
The operation of a secondhand metal business shall not result in any continuous, irritating or noxious odor detectable off-site from the facility in any location or on any other property used for residential, commercial or institutional purposes or used for any other purposes by the general public.
H. 
No secondhand metal business shall commence or continue operations without first obtaining all approvals required by any Federal, State or local agency with jurisdiction over the licensed premises or the business licensed by this Chapter.  The owner and/or operator of any business licensed by this Chapter shall ensure that said licensed business shall, at all times, maintain in good standing all required approvals, licenses and/or permits necessary to operate such business in accordance withal such Federal, State and local laws and regulations.  

§156-11  Record Keeping Requirements
Every secondhand metal business and/or dealer in secondhand metals licensed pursuant to this Chapter shall comply with the following record keeping requirements:

A. 
A clearly legible record of every purchase and/or sale of any secondhand metal shall be recorded in a book kept for said purpose which book shall be maintained on the licensed premises at all times.  The records required to be kept shall include all information required in Section 156-11(B) below, shall be uploaded daily into the designated internet-based database and/or service designated by the Chief of Police pursuant to Section 156-11(C) below, and shall be maintained by the licensee for a period of not less than one (1) year from the date of the transaction.

B. 
The record required to be kept or maintained for every purchase or sale of any secondhand metal shall include the following information:
1. 
The date of the transaction for which the record is being kept.

2. 
The full name, current address, date of birth and driver's license number of each person from whom any secondhand metal is purchased or to whom any secondhand metal is sold.

3. 
A clearly readable copy of each such person's government-issued photo identification and a clear photograph of such person taken by the licensee at the time of the transaction.  The licensee shall take such photograph in a manner that allows for clear facial recognition of the person that is being photographed.
4. 
A clearly readable copy of the registration card and a clearly legible photograph of the license plate of each vehicle used to transport any item being sold to and/or purchased by the secondhand metal business or dealer in secondhand metals. 

5. 
A full and detailed description of each item purchased or sold, including but not limited to any distinctive and/or identifiable wording, markings or numbers written or contained on said item, and a statement identifying whether the transaction represented a purchase or a sale of said item.  The use of abbreviations when describing an item pursuant to this Section shall be strictly prohibited.

6. 
A clear photograph of each item purchased or sold, which photograph shall be taken at the time said item is on the scale and shall be taken so as to provide a clear and unobstructed view of the entire item.
7. 
The weight (in ounces or pounds) of each item purchased or sold.

8. 
The total price paid or received and the price per ounce or price per pound paid or received for each item purchased and/or sold.

9. 
The signature of the person from whom any secondhand metal is purchased or to whom any secondhand metal is sold.

C. 
All information required by this Section 156-11 shall be uploaded accurately and in its totality each day at the close of business into a reputable internet-based database and/or service selected by the Chief of Police.  Upon receipt of an application for a license pursuant to this Chapter, the applicant will be advised of the fees, if any, associated with the use of such internet-based service.  The failure of any secondhand metal business or dealer in secondhand metals to pay any required fees and/or maintain and use said internet-based reporting shall be cause for revocation of any license issued pursuant to Section 156-14 of this Chapter.

D. 
Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of the licensee's obligation to comply with any and all other applicable Federal, State or local law or regulation governing secondhand metal dealers, including but not limited to reporting to the Township of all materials recycled in accordance with NJAC 7:26A.  
§156-12 Maintenance of Licensed Premises
Every dealer in secondhand metal licensed pursuant to this Chapter shall maintain the licensed premises in accordance with the following standards:

A. 
All goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form shall be arranged in an orderly manner, with all similar things located together so as to facilitate inspection by the proper authorities.

B. 
All goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form shall be stored inside a building on the licensed premises.  Outside storage of any such materials, whether temporary or permanent, is strictly prohibited.

C. 
No goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form shall be placed, whether temporarily or permanently, upon the sidewalk or street that traverses, abuts or adjoins the licensed premises or between any street or sidewalk and any building, structure or fence on the licensed premises.
D. 
It shall be unlawful to stack, pile or place any goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind, shape or form in such manner as to create a fire hazard or to create a place for the harboring or breeding of rats, mice or vermin of any kind.

E. 
It shall be unlawful for any licensee or his agent, servant, employee or representative, in the carrying on of the trade or business of dealing in secondhand metals, to burn or maintain or cause to be burned or maintained any fire on the licensed premises for any reason or purpose, including but not limited to the burning of any secondhand metals or any other goods, articles, objects, merchandise, products or materials of any kind.

F. 
No materials or wastes shall be deposited on the licensed premises in such form or manner that they may be transferred off the lot by natural causes or forces, nor shall any substance which can contaminate a stream or watercourse or otherwise render such stream or watercourse undesirable as a source of drinking water or recreation, or which will destroy aquatic life, be allowed to enter any stream or watercourse.

G. 
The licensed premises shall at all times be kept in such condition as will not endanger the public health.

Article IV – Compliance and Enforcement
§156-13  Existing Businesses


Any person keeping, maintaining and/or operating a secondhand metal business and/or lawfully conducting the business of a dealer in secondhand metals on the effective date of this Chapter shall be entitled to a license hereunder, provided that they file a complete application for a license with all necessary documentation within ten (10) days from the effective date of this Chapter, pay the required license fee therefor, and comply in all respects with the provisions and requirements of this Chapter.

§156-14  Revocation of License.

A. 
The Governing Body may revoke any license issued to a dealer in secondhand metals in accordance with this Article if, after notice and a hearing, the Governing Body finds:

1. 
the person or business entity to whom the license was issued violated any of the provisions of this Chapter, any other provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon or any law of the State of New Jersey in the operation of the business for which the license was issued.  Conviction of a violation of this Chapter in accordance with Section 156-15(B) shall be conclusive proof of a violation of this Chapter for purposes of this Section;

2. 
after the issuance of the license, it is learned that the person to whom the license was issued has been convicted of or has pleaded guilty to any offense related to theft, burglary, or purchasing or receiving stolen items under the laws of this State, the Township or any other jurisdiction; or has been convicted of an offense involving breach of trust, moral turpitude or fraudulent or dishonest dealing; or has had a final judgment entered against him in a civil action upon grounds of fraud, misrepresentation or deceit.  For purposes of this Section, a conviction for receiving or possessing stolen property entered after issuance of a license hereunder shall be sufficient cause for revocation of a license issued pursuant to this Chapter and immediate closure or shut down of the business licensed under such license;

3. 
the person or business entity to whom the license was issued knowingly furnished false or misleading information or withheld relevant information on any application for a license required by this Chapter or with respect to any investigation authorized by §156-5(B); 

4. 
the person to whom the license was issued has become insolvent or has acted in a way that indicates the licensee’s business is not being operated in a financially responsible manner;

5. 
the person to whom the license was issued has demonstrated unworthiness, incompetence, and faith or dishonesty in transacting business or otherwise; or

6. 
the person to whom the license was issued has engaged in any other conduct which would be deemed by the Governing Body to be grounds to deny or revoke a license.

B. 
Hearing on Written Complaint; Notice Procedures

Upon the receipt of a written complaint delivered to the Township Clerk by any municipal official or by any resident of the Township of Haddon, the Governing Body shall schedule a hearing to determine whether a license issued pursuant to this Chapter should be revoked.  The Township Clerk shall provide the licensee that is the subject of such complaint with a notice of hearing and copy of the written complaint.  The notice of hearing shall set forth the date and time of the hearing, which shall be at least ten (10) days from the date of such notice.

C. 
Effect of Revocation

1. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, and without limiting the effect thereof, any person to whom a license was issued who is found to have obtained a license in accordance with this Article by intentionally furnishing the Township with false or misleading information on the license application shall, upon the discovery thereof, suffer an immediate revocation of such license.

2. 
Upon revocation of a license issued pursuant to this Chapter, all fees paid by the licensee shall be deemed to be forfeited and shall be retained by the Township with no right for return of any portion thereof.

§156-15  Violations and Penalties


In addition to any other remedy provided for in this Chapter or elsewhere in the Code of the Township of Haddon, including without limitation the right of revocation set forth in Section 156-13 above, any person who violates any provision of this Chapter shall, upon conviction therefor, be punished by a fine of not less than $100.00 and not more than $1,000.00, by imprisonment for a term not exceeding 90 days, or both.  A violation of one or more provisions of this Chapter shall each be deemed a separate offense.  Each day a violation continues shall be deemed a separate offense.

SECTION 2:  Chapter 111 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Fees,” is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by creating a new Subchapter 19, entitled “Fees for secondhand metal businesses and dealers in secondhand metals from Chapter 156” and stating as follows:
§111-19 Fees for secondhand metal businesses and dealers in secondhand metals from   Chapter 156

A.
In accordance with §156-4(A)(7) and §156-8, a fee of $250.00 shall be paid upon the filing of an application for a license to engage in the business of secondhand metals or to conduct business as a dealer in secondhand metals within the Township of Haddon.

B.
In accordance with §§§156-4(A)(7) and 156-8, a fee of $100.00 shall be paid upon the filing of an application for renewal of any license required by Chapter 156.
SECTION 3:  Chapter 111 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Fees,” is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by renaming Subchapter 19 to “Fees for secondhand metal businesses and dealers in secondhand metals from Chapter 156," moving existing Subchapter 19 to Subchapter 20 and renumbering all subsequent Subchapters in the same manner, as follows:
