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ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING, REVISING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 142 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON ENTITLED
“LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT"
WHEREAS, the Township of Haddon (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body deems it in the best interest of the residents and taxpayers of the Township of Haddon to require site plan approval for certain changes of use and/or development applications that currently are or may be determined to be exempt from such approval requirements; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1:   Article IV of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Subdivision, Site Plan and Conditional Use Approval,” Section 22, entitled “Site plan exemptions,” is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with a new Section 22, entitled, "Site plan required," with the following new language:

§142-22 Site plan required

A. 
Prior to the issuance of any permit by the construction official or Zoning Officer of the Township of Haddon for the excavation, construction, renovation, alteration or expansion of any building, structure or regulated use within the Township, site plan approval for the proposed development must be obtained from the appropriate Board if the proposed building, structure or use affects site lighting, drainage, parking or parking requirements, internal traffic circulation, disturbance of existing buffering or access to a street or highway in any zone.

B. 
Site plan approval also must be obtained for the following:

(1) 
a change from one non-residential use to another non-residential use, including a change of name and/or change of ownership of an existing non-residential lot or non-residential use located on such lot; or

(2) 
a change from a residential use to a non-residential use; or
(3) 
if the existing parking spaces are less than the number required by this Code for the proposed use; or

(4) 
where site plan approval is required by any other Chapter of this Code.

C. 
Site plan approval is not required for the following:

(1) 
building permits for individual lot applications involving only detached one- or two-dwelling unit buildings; or

(2) 
uses and buildings accessory to a residential use, such as a private garage or private swimming pool, unless it is part of a townhouse apartment project or other multi-family use; or

(3) 
a sign for an existing structure which meets all applicable zoning requirements, as determined by the Zoning Officer.

D. 
Notwithstanding anything in this Section to the contrary, grading plans may be required in the discretion of the Township Engineer and/or the Township personnel reviewing any building permit or other application for any construction, improvement and/or development on any lot even if such construction, improvement or development does not require site plan approval as set forth in this Chapter.

E. 
Notwithstanding anything in this Section to the contrary, the reviewing Board may grant a waiver from the requirement to obtain minor site plan approval if the applicant can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board and its professionals that the intent, purpose, goals and policies of the Haddon Township Master Plan and Land Use and Development Code and Zoning Code of the Township of Haddon will be complied with by the applicant and that the proposed development will have no deleterious effect on adjoining properties.  
SECTION 2:   Article II of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Definitions and Descriptions,” Section 10, entitled “Definitions," is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by adding the following new definitions:


SITE PLAN, MAJOR


Any site plan not classified as a minor site plan.


SITE PLAN, MINOR

A development plan for one or more lots that involves less than 1,000 square feet of floor area and/or less than 5,000 square feet of impervious surface, which:

(1) 
proposes new development within the scope of development specifically permitted by this Chapter as a minor site plan; 

(2) 
does not involve planned development, any new street or extension of any off-tract improvement which is to be prorated pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-42; and

(3) 
contains the information reasonably required in order to make an informed determination as to whether the requirements established by the Code of the Township of Haddon for approval of a minor site plan have been met. 

SECTION 3:   Article IV of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Subdivision, Site Plan and Conditional Use Approval,” Section 24 entitled “Minor subdivision plat details," is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by adding a new sub-subsection "17" to subsection "B" as follows:


(17) 
A grading plan that depicts existing and proposed elevations.

SECTION 4:   Article IV of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Subdivision, Site Plan and Conditional Use Approval,” Section 24 entitled “Minor subdivision plat details," is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by renumbering sub-subsections "17" and "18" of subsection "B" as follows:

(22) 
A grading plan that depicts existing and proposed elevations.

SECTION 6:   Article IV of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Subdivision, Site Plan and Conditional Use Approval,” Section 25 entitled “Major subdivisions: sketch plat, preliminary plat and final plat details," is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by renumbering sub-subsections "22" and "23" of subsection "C" as follows:

(x) 
A grading plan that depicts existing and proposed elevations.

SECTION 8:   Article IV of Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Subdivision, Site Plan and Conditional Use Approval,” Section 26, entitled “Site plan details and submission requirements," is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by re-lettering sub-subsections "x" and "y" of subsection "(A)(1)" as follows:

SECTION 9:  All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

SECTION 10:   If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance.
