Greg Fusco, PE reviewed the Engineer’s Report for August 19, 2014.

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department: - Mr. Stevenson reported that the Crystal Lake Pool season is coming to an end with two more weekends left.  He further reported that one of the capital improvements this year involved a new vacuum system for the pool as a result the pool has been cleaner than ever.   Toledo Avenue is done.  Public Works is doing a wet tap at the intersection of Elgin and Locust Avenues tomorrow and that will loop the water main back into that section so that the water quality will be even better.  We are hoping to pour the concrete on that block on Friday.  The contractor milled Briarwood Avenue today and Public Works is temporarily storing it behind the Westmont Theatre.  Mr. Stevenson explained that this is temporary and Public Works will start moving it tomorrow.  He further reported that there are many intersections involved in the Road Program, the contractor is ready to go and should start moving on that in the next week or two. 
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported that the Township will be having sign ups for the Annual Tony’s Run which will be this Saturday, from 10 AM until 5 PM at the Haddonfield Running Company, Pre-Registration will be Tuesday, August 26th, from 5 PM until 8 PM at the Taproom Bar & Grill, race night will be the 27th 5 PM to 6:40 PM and the 5K goes off at 7 PM.  The 5th Annual Haddon Township Luau will be held on Friday, September 5th at the Crystal Lake Pool from 7 PM until 11 PM.  Tickets are available at businesses in town as well as in the Municipal Building.  The rain date for this event is September 6th.  Ms. Burns reports that she continues to use social media and e-blast as well.  Ms. Burns also reported that she is working on the Annual Block Party for Saturday, September 27th with a rain date of Sunday, September 28th from 12 PM until 6 PM at West Park Blvd. and Crystal Lake.  After attending the Planning/Zoning Board meeting last night, Ms. Burns informed the Mayor and Commissioners that she will be working with some of the members of the Planning/Zoning Board along with Mr. Fusco to revise the sign ordinance as well as the parking ordinance for Haddon Township.  Striping is moving forward and bump outs have been marked out in white with crystals. Moving towards finishing with areas near P.J.s and DRPA.  There was an issue with Comcast and e-mail and Ms. Burns reached out to Media Temple and the matter has been resolved.

Compliance Officer – Ms. Band reported she is still addressing the issues with abandoned properties.  She sent an e-mail to Mayor Malley requesting an update on the Shared Services Agreement for Abandoned Properties.  Ms. Band continues to follow-up with properties that have issues with overgrowth and continues to address an issue on Laurel Road.  The Township went to trial this past week for a property owner that uses his yard for storage and he was found guilty with the fine being suspended.  If the property is not cleaned up within 30 days, the Judge has threatened to fine him everyday that he hasn’t cleaned it up.  There are two other pending court cases for abandoned properties within the next week or two.
