Supporting the Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over 2014 Statewide Crackdown 

Whereas, impaired drivers on our nation’s roads kill someone every 30 minutes, 50 people per day, and almost 18,000 people each year; and

Whereas, 19% of motor vehicle fatalities in New Jersey in 2012 were alcohol-related; and

Whereas, an enforcement crackdown is planned to combat impaired driving; and

Whereas, the summer season and the Labor Day holiday in particular are traditionally times of social gatherings which include alcohol; and

Whereas, the State of New Jersey, Division of Highway Traffic Safety, has asked law enforcement agencies throughout the state to participate in the Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over 2014 Statewide Crackdown; and

Whereas, the project will involve increased impaired driving enforcement from August 15 through September 1, 2014; and

Whereas, an increase in impaired driving enforcement and a reduction in impaired driving will save lives on our roadways;

Therefore, be is resolved that the Mayor and Commissioners declare it’s support for the Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over 2014 Statewide Crackdown from August 15 through September 1, 2014 and pledges to increase awareness of the dangers of drinking and driving.

There being no further business on the agenda, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
Reverend Alice Cook, 7526 Baxter Avenue, Pennsauken, Pastor of Rhoads Temple United Methodist Church and Marian Carpenter, Gloucester Township, Chairperson for the committee for the Saddlertown Day Event which began in 2012.  Both Ms. Carpenter and Reverend Cook thanked everyone for their help and support with the Saddlertown Day Event.  They are at this meeting to invite everyone to attend the Saddlertown Day Celebration on September 20, 2014 from 11 AM – 4 PM.  They reported that there will be activities for all ages, tours of Saddlers Woods, music, singing, plays and displays that represent Saddlertown and Joshua Saddler, one of the founders of Saddlertown.   Reverend Cook thanked Mayor Teague and the Commissioners for proclaiming the third Saturday in September as Saddlertown Day.
John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue – Mr. Kendall asked about the rezoning ordinance for 146 Black Horse Pike.  The Mayor stated that it was an error on the tax map being corrected.  He asked about the person-to-person liquor license transfer.   The Mayor responded it was from Westmont Holdings to Macarey Liquors and there is not a location at this time.  He asked the purpose of the license.  The Mayor stated they are looking at potential sites in town.  Mr. Kendall asked if there was any word on reconstruction at Crystal Lake Diner.  Mr. Toussaint reported that there is a conflict between the insurance company and the owner.  The owner wants the diner knocked down and rebuilt from scratch while the insurance company doesn’t want to pay the full amount and wants to rebuild what is still there.  Commissioner Foley reported that the Township will reach out to the business owner to get an update on the status of the diner.  Mr. Kendall asked if there was an update on the grant application for the playground in West Collingswoods Heights. The Mayor responded that the Township has not heard anything at this time.  Mr. Kendall asked if the State Historic Commission has met yet regarding the Westmont Theatre.  Mayor Teague reported that the meeting took place last week and that he was in attendance.  The Mayor further reported that the advisory commission is acceptable to demolition of the interior while preserving the exterior and they would make a recommendation to the Commissioner.  The Commissioner has to sign off on that recommendation.  The Township would create an easement for protection of the exterior.  Mr. Kendall asked which gym was interested in the Westmont Theatre.  The Mayor responded Planet Fitness.  The Mayor reported that LazGor would still own the property and Planet Fitness would lease from LazGor.  The Mayor further reported that this is a quieter, minimal intrusive use for the Westmont Theatre that will generate revenue through taxes and bringing people to the downtown area.   Mr. Kendall advised the Mayor and Commissioners that it would still be nice to have a community center and a new pool building.   Mr. Kendall inquired about Garden State Motors in the Collingswood Extension and he believes that single family homes could go there in the future and he can’t think of any other use for that property
There being no further comments, Commissioner Foley moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.

Mr. Platt reported that he had a couple items to bring up to the governing body.  On the Westmont Theatre Redevelopment Project, the due diligence period in the agreement entered into between LazGor and Township in November 2013, expired on August 14th of this year.  Per that agreement, the due diligence period could be extended up to 270 days which would be around May 2015 if the developer is  actively engaged with a potential tenant and pursuing the redevelopment project.  Prior to the August 14, 2014, a  request was received from LazGor requesting extension of the due diligence period.  Mr. Platt reported that the Commisioners would need to decide if the Township should extend the due diligence period for up  to 270 days with a fixed extension of a lesser period to be agreed upon.      

The following verbal resolution was approved with a motion by Commissioner Foley, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members affirmatively concurring:

Mr. Platt also reported on the following with the Dydee Site and remediation:  Prior to April, the Township had EDA Grants for the Dydee Site, which was a 75% grant for site remediation. Langan Engineering has a contract authorized by this governing body.  There was a subcontract put out to bid for soil removal and that contract was awarded to ENR.  The Soil Removal Contract was approved for $102,000 back in April as part of the overall project.  Mr. Platt further reported that since that time there has been some negotations as to the ultimate goal for the remediations regarding Highland Avenue and the utilities in the road bed.  There are two ways we can go with this project:  One way would be to not remediate the area in the roadbed beneath the utilities and there would be a Deed Notice and a  restricted no further action letter from DEP..  There would be a caveat if anyone ever excavates, there would be certain requirements going forward.  The other option would be an unrestricted  no further action letter or unconditional remedial action outcome which would be preferred.  We have requested that Langan obtain an additional estimate from ENR to do that utility work,  remove contaminated soils from under utilities in road bed, and then replace utilities that need to be replaced.  This is estimated for another $32,000 onto the project plus $6,700 administration fee.  This would be about $39,000.00.  The part that is removal of soil contamination  is paid 75-25 Grant, utility replacement would be 100 percent on Township.  The Township has funds of $300,000 in escrow that it received in excess funds from Spadea and original Dydee condemnation.  Mr. Platt reported that it is likely the entire project will be paid 75% from the state grant and other 25% will be paid out of this fund.  There appears to be more than ample funds without any additional expenditures.  Mr. Platt is requesting the governing body  authorize the utility work and removal of contaminated soils in Highland road bed and to authorize the proposal of ENR for additional funds  to be paid out of state grant and escrow fund.  These amounts may change depending on how many utilities have to be replaced.
