DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco, PE reviewed the Engineer’s Report for September 17, 2013.  

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department: - Mr. Stevenson reported on 554 West Crystal Lake Avenue regarding a disputed water bill.  Following the Ordinance and using the calculation, the credit to the account would be $16.80.  Mr. Stevenson recommended that the Ordinance be followed unless the resident can prove there is a problem.  The Mayor will be reaching out to Mr. Donaghue to discuss this issue.  Commissioner Dougherty asked why the meter was replaced.  Mr. Stevenson explained that they were changing all meters to radio frequency.  There was a preconstruction meeting regarding Toledo Avenue today.  The equipment will be parked on Locust Avenue.   Mr. Stevenson reported that they also discussed other road projects in town at the preconstruction meeting, they will start on Carlton Avenue first to address water issue, then back on Carlton Ave to finish up water main, and then finish the paving next year.  Collingswood is commencing with a water main replacement on Mansion Avenue.  They will start on Lees which is in Collingswood and will work up to Cuthbert Road.  Residents have been notified.  There is a Friday Night game on the 11th and everything will be cleared so that parking is available in that area.  Concrete will be poured tomorrow on Elgin Avenue.
Tax Assessor:  Mr. Blaskey reported that the Tax Assessor’s Office continues to work on added assessments. 
Compliance Officer:  Commissioner Foley reported that Betty Band could not attend the meeting due to personal matters.  Commissioner Foley requested the compliance report be filed and made part of the public record.
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported on the following events in Haddon Township:  Saturday, September 21st is Saddlertown Day, rain or shine, 11 AM to 4 PM, Saturday September 21st is Environmental Clean up Day at Crystal Lake Woods 9 AM to Noon, Saturday, September 28th is the 24th Annual Haddon Township Block Party from Noon to 6 PM, the rain date will be September 29th, Sunday, October 6th is the Totally Awesome 80s Run at 10 AM at the Irish Mile, and Friday, October 4th from 7 PM until 9 PM is Westmont Fire Company’s Fire Prevention Open House.   Ms. Burn further reported that she prepared two proclamations for next week’s meeting, one naming October Fire Prevention Month and the other one celebrating the 30th Year in Business for Westmont Party Supply on Haddon Avenue.    For the business Improvement District, Ms. Burns reported three new businesses would be opening within the next two months.
