DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco reviewed the Engineer’s Report for January 20, 2015.  

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department: - Mr. Stevenson reported PSE&G was out on Oneida Avenue today working.  They definitely have more work to do.  Intersection of Oneida and Akron was PSE&G’s biggest concern, reported Mr. Stevenson.  He believes that they are going to replace the main on Oneida Avenue.  Restoration will begin when this is complete.  The installation of playground Equipment near Edison school started today.  Mr. Stevenson reported that Public Works excavated last week and the contractor was out there today and started installing the equipment.  He also reported that Public Works is prepared for the possibility of snow reported in the news.  The salt trucks are loaded and ready.  Finally, Mr. Stevenson reported that there were five water breaks over the last week, but they have been repaired.

Tax Assessor:  Mr. Blaskey reported that at the beginning of the month the Tax Assessor’s Office filed their tax books with the Camden Tax Board and the Assessor’s Office is getting ready to handle the county tax appeals as they come in.
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported that for the Civic Celebration, there was an overwhelming response from generous residents and township businesses and because of that generosity over 50 families were served by the Holiday Toy and Food Drive.  Ms. Burns extends a special thank you to St. Paul’s and Blessed Teresa of Calcutta for helping with those families in need with the food pantries.  Ms. Burns received a nice response from the calendar which was delivered right after the holiday.  She is finishing up with the final draft of the Haddon Press.  Under the B.I.D., Ms. Burns sought out snow removal contracts, which have been put in place due to the weather.  Ms. Burns is personally working on the B.I.D. budget with business owners and the B.I.D. Advisory Board.  She has begun planning the St. Patty’s Day event. All banners and flags have been installed for the upcoming Haddon Township 150th Birthday.  The B.I.D. would like to move forward with some type of marketing campaign or event for the 150th.  Mayor Teague requested that Ms. Burns send an e-blast to try and get interested organizations involved with the 150th Birthday Celebration.  The Mayor stated the idea tossed around the B.I.D. meeting was to have a kick off on the actual birthday on Feb 23rd and then have a year long sequence of events to celebrate the 150th Birthday.
Compliance Officer:  - Ms. Band reported that compliance is discussing outsourcing the lawn cutting on the abandoned properties to help alleviate the extra work on the Public Works Department.  We will still lien the properties.
