DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco reviewed the Engineer’s Report for June 16, 2015.  

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department:  Mr. Stevenson reported that current projects are ongoing.  The two newly awarded bids for Norwood/Westmont Avenues and New Jersey Avenue Park will start after July 4th.  The work at the Crystal Lake Pool will continue into the season but will not impact opening day or swim team practices.

BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported that the summer kicks off Saturday, June 20th with the first movie, Guardians of the Galaxy, gates open at 7:30 pm and the concession stand will be open.  She further reports that June 25th is the first concert at Crystal Lake Pool which is free and open to all Haddon Township residents.  The name of the band performing is the Hackbeats and they will perform from 6:30 PM to 8:30 PM.  On July 26th, the second band will perform, Parrot Bay, a Jimmy Buffet band.  July 23rd is Happy Birthday American with a band, fireworks, refreshments and moon bounces at the high school; gates open at 7 PM.  Saturday, July 4th will be the parade.  Sign ups at 10:30 AM in the Municipal Parking lot with the parade beginning at 11:30 AM.  Crystal Lake Pool will be open for free hot dogs and beverages.  The Township received word that they are eligible for a free Liberty Tree for our 150th Anniversary, which will be delivered in the fall.  Ms. Burns further reports that the other events the Township is working on is a time capsule, a gala event scheduled for October 3rd , and in unison with Camden County an event with Cooper River Rowing Association scheduled for August 13th through the 16th; U.S. Rowing Nationals. The County will be providing a free trolley going to all neighboring towns.  Towns are each allowed one stop to their towns.  The Township business owners agree there will be some type of gift bag with coupons.  This will be put on the website and the County will be eblasting the webpage with the information and this will encourage visitors to shop and dine in Haddon Township.

GENERAL DISCUSSION

There being no further agenda business, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Mayor Teague, with all members voting in the affirmative.
John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue – Mr. Kendall reported that he is looking forward to the 4th of July.  He reported that when he was getting signatures on the petitions several residents asked him to report certain issues to the governing body, such as a flooding issue on Wilson and Ohio Avenues, another gentleman wanted the street sweeper to come around, potholes were also mentioned but Mr. Kendall thinks the crew has been doing a pretty decent job filling the potholes.  Mayor Teague comments that additional work will be done on some of the worse potholes.  He further asked if we will be continuing to honor residents this year.  Mayor Teague comments that we formed a 150th committee and they have been kicking around ideas to highlight the town and residents in the town.  Mayor Teague suggested that Mr. Kendall speak to Ms. Burns regarding this inquiry.  Mr. Kendall recommended that the Mayor and Commissioners put out a newsletter and maybe in that newsletter they can remind business owners and residents to take care of their properties and remember to cut weeds near curbs and sidewalks and to trim trees near the sidewalks since he has noticed an issue especially in the Heights and Extension locations.
