John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue – Mr. Kendall reported that he likes the Municipal Building decorations for the 150th Anniversary of Haddon Township.  Mayor Teague informs Mr. Kendall that the volunteer group for the 150th Celebration is meeting at the Annex this evening.  Mr. Kendall proceeded to thank the Township for filling in the potholes on Nicholson and Pennsylvania and he realizes that this was only a temporary fix and asks if Public Works would fill in the potholes again.  Mr. Kendall asks if Haddon Township Fire District No. 2 has been eliminated.  Mayor Teague informed Mr. Kendall that Fire District No. 2 has not been eliminated yet.  Commissioner Foley pointed out that the Retrospect reported that fire suppression services for Fire District No. 2 will be performed by West Collingswood Heights, which is an error; Collingswood Fire Department will perform fire suppression services for Fire District No. 2.  Commissioner Foley further pointed out that these services will be covered through a Shared Services Agreement between the Township of Haddon and the Collingswood Fire Department.  The Township will pay Collingswood for fire suppression services for Fire District No. 2.

There being no further comments, Commissioner Foley moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
