The following ordinance was read by title:
#1328 – AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION OF REAL PROPERTY IN THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON; APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $330,000; THEREFORE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATONS BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES
Commissioner Foley moved, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty that the public hearing on the Ordinance would be open at this time, with all members voting in the affirmative.  
Allen Etish, Attorney at Earp Cohn, P.C. in Cherry Hill – Mr. Etish pointed out that he was at this meeting this evening on behalf of the Santé Fe Bar and Grill t/a the Irish Mile.   Mr. Etish commented that he would like to commend the Township on acquiring the Pang Property for parking.  He further states that $600,000 to $700,000 of Township funds are being utilized to improve a lot for people a couple miles down the road.  The Township hasn’t done anything to improve the lot or ability to park cars on the side of Haddon Avenue towards Haddonfield.  There have been numerous meetings in this building in the Municipal Court and numerous meetings with Lee Palo, the Zoning Officer regarding the Irish Mile and their inability to satisfy all parking requirements.    He reported that the Irish Mile has tried and a lease has been prepared that is out for signature.  Mr. Etish feels that despite the fact that Mr. Palo met with him, he continues to press and the Irish Mile is back in Municipal Court.  Mr. Etish feels that this is not fair while the Township is moving forward to create parking to the advantage of their competitors down the street.  Mr. Etish brings up the fact that DRPA has 4 parking lots and the only one that prohibits public parking is behind the Irish Mile.  He is requesting that someone on behalf of the Township should meet with DRPA to discuss parking.
Mayor Teague commented that he did meet with the DRPA several times and he is willing to work towards making this happen. 

Mr. Etish requests that Township move forward with the DRPA and that they also get the Zoning Official to back off so that everyone can move forward as a collective collaborative force.
