There being no further business on the agenda, Commissioner Dougherty moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Mayor Teague, with both members voting in the affirmative.
John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue – Mr. Kendall commented that he thought there was a misunderstanding with the issue at the former Sen Han in West Collingswood Heights due to the lack of putting in a pavement  Mr. Kendall showed pictures of the area in question.  Mr. Palo responded that they are waiting for the State.  Infrastructure under the sidewalk needs to be done before the sidewalk can be put in.  Mayor Teague responded that we will request that the owner bring in documentation from the State to prove that is the reason the sidewalk has not be done and if not presented, then the Township will proceed.  Mr. Kendall brings up a property on Washington that had a concrete job done and Mr. Kendall shows pictures of the job being done incorrectly.  He further reports that they did not do a proper curb cut for drainage on Washington.  He shows pictures to the governing body.   Mr. Kendall believes this needs to be corrected prior to a CO being issued.  Mr. DePalma reported that after he received a phone call from Commissioner Foley he went out to the property and  told them they needed to go through the Zoning Officer first.  Mr. DePalma also stated the guy came right in to see the Zoning Officer.  Mayor Teague asked Mr. Palo to get together with Greg Fusco, PE, Township Engineer and make sure the job is done right.  Mr. Kendall also reported that there is another abandoned property on Washington Avenue; second one from New Jersey Avenue on Washington Avenue and the grass is high.  Mayor Teague asked Mr. Kendall to send him an e-mail with the address.   Mayor Teague responded that he believes most are in a flux situation where the bank has not acquired them yet.  Mr. Kendall asked Mr. Stevenson to have Public Works cut the bushes at the pool that are hanging over the walkway going to the men’s room.  He finished by asking about Christmas Lights for the heights.  
Evelyn Allen, Retrospect Reporter – Ms. Allen asked how many of the 13 liens on the agenda are abandoned houses and if they are what happens in that case?  Mayor Teague responded that probably most are abandoned properties.  Mayor Teague responded that typically those properties are between the owner leaving and the bank acquiring and no maintenance is getting done.  He further points out that once they are acquired by the bank, then they get maintained in most cases.  Mayor Teague commented that the Township has been maintaining the lawn maintenance to make sure they look good and then the Township liens the properties.  Ms. Allen asked for an update on the Haddon Town Center. Mayor Teague responded that the project is continuing and permits have been issued for all buildings.  They removed a 550,000 oil tank.  Ms. Allen asked if the Crystal Lake Pool Fees were higher.  Mayor Teague responded that the Pool Fees remained the same.
Mayor Teague reports that the Caucus Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, August 16, 2016 has been cancelled.
There being no further comments, Commissioner Dougherty moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Mayor Teague, with both members voting in the affirmative.
There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Dougherty moved, seconded by Mayor Teague that the meeting be adjourned at 7:15 PM, with both members voting in the affirmative.
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
