Commissioner Foley reports that he was contacted by the PBA to ask which supersedes which, the Collective Bargaining Agreement or the Personnel Policies and Procedures.  Commissioner Foley responded that the Collective Bargain Agreement supersedes the Personnel Policies and Procedures. 
Office Casey, PBA 257 Delegate, asks why the Police Dept. is being held to another book when they already have Rules and Regulations, Police Dept. Policies and a Collective Bargaining Agreement.   Mayor Teague points out that if the Collective Bargaining Agreement is silent on an issue, then they would have the Personnel Policies and Procedures as guidance.  

Mayor Teague further reports that the Township is required to incorporate the handbook and it has to be handed out to all employees.  The adoption of the handbook gives the Township a reduction in the insurance premium which is a savings to the tax payers of Haddon Township.
