She also states that she met a Veterinarian from Barrington with an interest in Avian Medicine and he has offered to give lectures to the pilot members on topics such as, “How to Give a Chicken a Pill”.  Ms. Baile reported that she discussed with Kate Burns having the Chicken Advisory Board Meetings placed on the Township Calendar.  Ms. Baile informed the governing body that Susan Ficara, Vice Chair of the Chicken Advisory Board has resigned due to the corner property issue.  Ms. Baile will be meeting with Mr. Fusco, Township Engineer to learn where the back yards are on corner properties.
