MINUTES

OLD BUSINESS

Spring 2013 Planting: There are six trees left.  Chris is nursing three of the trees and three still need to be planted.  Chris will verify planting addresses for remaining trees.  There are also three white pines to be planted.  Chris will verify address.  The remaining two large maples should be planted at the West Collingswood Heights ball fields.
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Bradford Pears: The Bradford Pears on King Avenue have been removed. Unfortunately, the spores have spread onto trees on S. Park Drive.  The spores are yellow with a rust spot in the center on the leaves of the Bradford Pears.   All STC members should check the trees in their area in the spring.

NEW BUSINESS
Fall 2013:  The STC will limit the number of trees to be planted each season.  The size of the trees will be limited to containers which are easily managed by hand for planting.  A discussion ensued regarding various species suggestions such as hickory, oaks and beeches.

Briarwood:  Greg Fusco informed Chris Squazzo and Tom Potterfield that 20 trees will be planted on Briarwood.  An additional 9 trees will be planted on Toledo Avenue.  Chris and Tom will be involved with the selection of species and site location for the trees on Briarwood.  Chris will contact John Nystedt to see if he wants to handle the new trees for Toledo.

S.O.P.:   Marge Howley will write the S.O.P. for planting new trees.  The established planting times will be March 15th through April 15th and September 15th through October 15th.
Website:  Catherine Turcich volunteered to update the STC information on the Haddon Township Website.

Firehouse Tree:  Catherine will contact John Medes of the Westmont Fire Dept. to discuss the species and size of tree to be planted.

CEU’s:  Chris needs to know if any members have completed CEU’s for 2013.  Paul Mitros and Betty Band will complete CORE training in October.

Planning Board:  The Shade Tree Commission wants to be more involved with the Planning Board requiring street trees be planted at new construction sites.
