MINUTES
Derrick Maley motioned to approve Minutes from the October 23, 2013 meeting.  Marge Howley seconded.  Minutes approved.
NEW BUSINESS
Spring 2014:   Marge, project manager for spring 2014 tree planting, has completed the order for the trees to be planted in March 2014.  The large caliber trees have been ordered from Tuckahoe and the smaller container trees from Hopewell.  The mulch has been ordered from Magnolia Gardens.  Marge suggested a future planting of large caliber trees on Avondale, due to the number of trees that have been removed over the previous years and residents’ requests.  Tom Potterfield suggested each commissioner be given all addresses in their territory of residents who requested trees.  Tom stated this will allow the commissioners enough time to determine whether or not there is room for a new tree.

There are two stumps that need to be removed at 20 Hampton Avenue before new trees can be planted.  Marge requested to add to the species list of small trees to have more variety of trees in the area.  Marge will research to find more acceptable small trees.
OLD BUSINESS
Briarwood Avenue:  All the trees have been planted on Briarwood Avenue as part of the completion of the Briarwood Street Project – Phase II.  The work on the Toledo Avenue project has not been completed as of today.
Pear Rust:   No information to report until the spring.
CEU’s:  Chris is waiting for a response from Alec McCartney to find out if Tom’s class was approved for CEU’s.  An alternate class is available for the STC from Robin Potter, Haddonfield Shade Tree Commission.  Derrick also found webinars that need approval from Alec McCartney.
