Mayor Teague reported that several months ago Haddon Township approved the Request for Proposals (RFP) for potential to consolidate police administrative services with surrounding towns.  Three bids were received.  Mayors of the towns selected one of three submissions.  The Mayors’ would like to proceed and go forward with the study.  The towns involved are Haddonfield, Collingswood, Mt. Ephraim, Oaklyn, Audubon and Haddon Township with the cost being broken out according to the number of officers within each Police Department as follows:   Haddonfield $22,660,  Collingswood $22,660,  Mt. Ephraim three payments of $3,531, Oaklyn $10,934 and Haddon Township $23,543.  Mayor Teague further reported that he brought this up tonight to see if there was an interest in moving forward. Commissioner Foley replied that he does not support the idea of moving forward with the study due to the fact that Haddon Township has a medium of shared services and he doesn’t understand spending over $23,000 at this time when other options have not been explored.  Commissioner Dougherty asked if this study was more than just the Chiefs and further stated that he agreed with Commissioner Foley and he did not feel that the shares are equitable due to the fact that each town benefits the same from the study.  Mayor Teague agreed with both Commissioners.

There being no further business on the agenda, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
Ben Kissel, Reality T.V. Show “Lawbreaker” – Mr. Kissel reported that he is going to different towns regarding old laws on the books that no one even realizes exist.  In Haddon Township there is an old decency law on the books prohibiting cross-dressing in public places.  Mr. Kissel proposes to the Mayor and Commissioners that they consider overturning the law this evening.  Eric Riso, Esquire responds by explaining the ordinance process to Mr. Kissel.  The Mayor and Commissioners all agree to move forward with repealing that section of the law.
John Schmidt, Gloucester City – Mr. Schmidt reported that he applauds the governing body for not moving forward with the Colonial Alliance;  something he has been involved with since the first report was leaked out.  He has been to all towns and boroughs and a question he posed to the Public Safety Director and Mayor of each town,  have the Mayors or Public Safety Directors sent something or wrote something from Colonial Towns and asked the Police Chiefs’ Association if they have any ideas without spending taxpayers’ money?   Commissioner Foley reported that Mayor Teague did pose that question at one of the Colonial Alliance Meetings.  Mayor Teague reported that there was a formal letter or email that included the Chiefs to come to a meeting and there were some Chiefs at that meeting. Mr. Schmidt asked if this issue comes back up with each town paying equal share with the current situation, would that change your vote.  Commission Foley responded that his position would not change not when shared services are available.  Mayor Teague reports that we are all for cost savings, including the Chiefs, but we just need to go about it in a different way.  Commissioner Dougherty reported that it would not change his mind.  Mr. Schmidt asked that given public safety as an issue, with Camden County Police lingering, would this governing body consider posing a question on the ballot in November to regionalize or consolidate police services more than at the Chief level.  The Mayor responded that people live in small towns because they like knowing their police and knowing that their police are familiar with their town.
John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue - Mr. Kendall reported that he violated the cross-dressing law several years ago when he was in the play, “Second Hand Rose”.  Mr. Kendall asked for an update on the Westmont Theatre.  Mayor Teague responded that the Historical Society from Trenton is coming down next week to look at the Theatre and we believe that they will allows us to take down the back three quarters of the building.  If they allow that to happen, it opens more options.  LazGor went in with their engineers and looked at the building and there is some asbestos in the building.  The Mayor further reported that LazGor has a couple footprints of what can go into the building.  Mr. Kendall asked what the timeline is for LazGor.  The Mayor responded around 9 months, but there is an opportunity to extend it if certain due diligence is done.

 There being no further comments, Commissioner Foley moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.

There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Foley moved, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty that the meeting be adjourned at 7:29 PM with all members voting in the affirmative.
