There being no further business on the agenda, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
Richard Smith, 10 Chestnut Street and Carol Sweeney, 9 Chestnut Street – Mr. Smith and Mrs. Sweeney spoke at length about the parking issues on Chestnut due to the surrounding businesses.  Some of the issues they discussed were lack of parking for residents that live on the street, driveways being blocked by patrons of the businesses, speeding on the street, individuals parked facing the wrong direction, and Chestnut being just a major cut through street.  Mrs. Sweeney was discouraged with the response of the police.  Commissioner Foley promised to meet with Chief Cavallo to discuss a series of alternatives to help alleviate both the parking for the residents as well as the businesses in the surrounding area.
John Sandone, 21 Reeve Avenue – Mr. Sandone discussed Reeve Avenue which is across Haddon Avenue from Chestnut.  He offered several suggestions regarding the issues brought up by Mr. Smith and Mrs. Sweeney.    He recommended striping the streets, acquisition of a vehicle that would pick up and drop off individuals going to the food and beverage businesses, and finally the businesses encouraging their patrons to park at the speed line.   Mr. Sandone also discussed 112 Haddon Avenue and what he believed was the misinformation printed in The Retrospect.
John Kendall, 120 Washington Avenue – Mr. Kendall extended his thanks to the Mayor, Commissioners, Chief, and Lieutenant Bishop for making it official by adopting the resolution that Added and Deleted the NJ Transit Bus Stop on Route 168.
Paul Hurfood, 304 Utica Avenue – Mr. Hurford came to ask questions about Fire District #1 and the Haddon Property.  Mayor Teague pointed out that the Fire District is a separate entity from the Township.  The Mayor further pointed out that the Board of Fire Commissioners would have a meeting on May 17th to discuss and seek approval for a bond to purchase the property.  Commissioner Foley stated that each year on the third Saturday in February, Fire Districts have elections and residents that reside in that district can vote in those elections and on that budget.
There being no further comments, Commissioner Foley moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.

There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Foley moved, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty that the meeting be adjourned at 7:45 PM with all members voting in the affirmative.
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
