Revision of Resolution #2013-156 (Awarding 2013 Street Improvement Program) of the Township of Haddon revising the base bid of Curbcon, Inc. of Barnegat, New Jersey to $360,010.20 and for the alternate proposal to Curbcon, Inc. of Barnegat, New Jersey in the amount of $90,260.50 contingent upon the Municipality resolving the retainage issues with Underground Utilities and needed funds being made available to the Township for payment to Curbcon, Inc.
Commissioner Foley wanted Resolution #2013-151, Authorizing the Cancellation of 50% of the Water Bill for Block 16.07, Lot 3 pulled due to the fact that when this was previously brought before the board, the investigation found that the meter was operating correctly.  Commissioner Dougherty reported that Mr. Donaghue explained to him that the water was not left running and that there wasn’t any construction being done in the area; therefore, there was no explanation for the high water bill.  Commissioner Dougherty further reported that he told Mr. Donaghue that he would bring his proposal of splitting the cost of the water bill with the Township to the public meeting.  Mayor Teague reported that he would like Mr. Stevenson to bring a copy of the Township Ordinance and the results of the Water Meter Test to the next meeting and that he would also like to speak with Mr. Donaghue since he is the only one that has not done so at this time.
Motion made by Commissioner Foley to table Resolution #2013-151, Authorizing the Cancellation of 50% of the Water Bill for Block 16.07, Lot 3 until such time as the Mayor can talk to Mr. Donaghue regarding the circumstances, seconded by Mayor Teague, with both members voting in the affirmative.
