Mr. Kendall further inquired if he mentioned the possibility of a Community Center in the Theatre to LazGor.  Mayor Teague reported that LazGor would look into the possibility of a Community Theatre.  Mr. Kendall recommended the property vacated by the Crystal Lake Thriftway for a Community Center.  Mr. Kendall further reported that the Chief advised him that Lieutenant Scott Bishop was still working on the bus stop relocation issue on the Black Horse Pike.
Gwenne Baile, 24 Hampton Road,  Community President of Sustainable Haddon Township – Ms. Baile reported she understood that the governing body just received the report yesterday about the backyard chicken initiative from the Environmental Commission.  She reported that a great deal of time and effort went into that report.  Ms. Baile further reported that 17 families are interested in raising backyard chickens and over 250 residents are supportive of the idea.  Ms. Baile requested that for all the time and effort that was put into the report that the governing body read it well and any decisions made be based on fact and not innuendo.  Mayor Teague responded that he has not had an opportunity to review the report but requested that Ms. Baile attend the next Caucus Meeting so that she can answer any questions the governing might have concerning the backyard chicken initiative.
