A meeting is being scheduling in Trenton to meet with the Historical Group to see what flexibility they will give us for the Theatre.  LazGor has come up with different plans based on what they are allowed to do with the theatre due to the historical designation.  Mayor Teague further reported that there has been some negotiation with the property next door since it is part of the redevelopment area.

Jimmy responded that the contractor has been out to Guilford and the Township is going to do it as a change order in the existing 2013 Street Maintenance Program.  Mr. Yoh explained that the neighbors are concerned about a woman that lives in the neighborhood that is over 90 years old.  Mayor Teague responded that it was a project that was too extensive for public works and therefore it was contracted out.  This is the reason for the delay.  Greg Fusco, PE points out that the cold weather is an issue when it comes to concrete work.
