PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that on February 21, 2018 at 10:00 a.m. at the Haddon Township Municipal Building, located at 135 Haddon Avenue, Haddon Township, New Jersey, the TOWNSHIP OF HADDON (“Township”) will accept sealed bids, on Specifications and Bid forms available in the Township Engineer's office at 80 South White Horse Pike, Berlin, New Jersey, to lease the Crystal Lake Pool Concession Stand.  Copies of specifications and standard forms will be furnished on application to the Engineer, and payment of cost of preparation is NOT refundable. All bidders are responsible for obtaining complete bid documentation from the address listed above. To obtain a copy of the Specifications please contact Key Engineers, Inc. at 856-767-6111, Extension 10 or 15.   In the event of any inconsistencies between this advertisement, as published, and the bid documentation, the bid documentation shall control.

All inquiries from Prospective Bidders, Subcontractors or any other agencies regarding the project scope of work, specifications, construction estimates, bidder’s lists, etc. shall be directed to Key Engineers, Inc. at 856-767-6111.  The Municipality shall not be contacted regarding project inquiries.

The terms and conditions of such lease are summarized as follows:

1.
Said lease rights shall include the right to operate the concession stand located at the Crystal Lake Pool subject to the terms and conditions of a Sample Lease which will be on file in the office of the Township Clerk for public inspection and is included in this document. The lease rights do not include exclusive rights to the concession operations at the pool facility. 
2. 
The term of the lease shall be for an initial term of one (1) year, with an option for the Lessee to renew for an additional one (1) year term, under the same terms and conditions as the original lease.  There shall be an annual increase in rent of 5 percent for each year of the initial term and any renewal option period(s). 
3. 
Bids shall be submitted for an initial annual rent of not less than $3,000.00 for the first year of the initial lease term. 

4. 
Bids must be enclosed in a sealed opaque envelope bearing the name and address of the bidder and clearly marked “Lease to Operate Crystal Lake Pool Concession Stand.” 

5. 
All bids must be accompanied by cash or certified check, or bid bond, in the amount of ten (10%) percent of the amount bid for a one (1) year term. If the successful bidder does not execute a land lease agreement with the Township within ten (10) days following the award, the bidder’s deposit shall be forfeited. All bids shall be referred to the Mayor and Commissioners for review and final approval. Acceptance or rejection of the bid shall be made by not later than sixty (60) days following the completion of the bidding and, if the Mayor and Commissioners shall not so accept such highest bid or reject all bids, said bids shall be deemed to have been rejected. 
6. 
Said lease rights will be awarded to the highest qualified bidder in accordance with the provisions of the Local Lands and Buildings Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq., with reservation of the right to reject any or all bids, and/or to waive any informality which is not detrimental to the best interest of the TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, all in the sole discretion of the TOWNSHIP OF HADDON.

7. 
The successful Lessee shall furnish the Township with hold harmless agreements and shall provide liability insurance covering both bodily injury and property damage with minimum initial limits of $300,000.00, which policies of insurance shall name the Township as an additional insured.

8. 
The successful Lessee shall be required to comply with the current requirements of P.L. 1975, c. 127 (Affirmative Action) and P.L. 1977, c.33 (Disclosure of Ownership).  Each Bidder must also submit a Non-Collusion Affidavit on the forms included with the Bid Documents.   

9.  
All prospective bidders shall be given access to Property in order to conduct necessary Preliminary Surveys and Feasibility studies.  Such access will be permitted only after written request from prospective bidder and acceptance by the Township with regard to time, place and oversight. Access to the facility shall be made by contacting Mr. Jim Stevenson, Director of Public Works, at 856-854-1825.

10.  
The successful Lessee shall have experience in operating food concessions/establishments (municipal concession stands preferred). Recommendations from other concession operations will be required in order for the Township evaluate the bidding.
