ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING CHAPTER 223 OF THE CODE OF
THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON ENTITLED “VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC
”
WHEREAS, the Township of Haddon (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 
WHEREAS, the Township seeks to supplement, amend and revise the requirements for the Vehicles and Traffic; and
WHEREAS, the Township has deemed it in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare to amend and revise Chapter 223 entitled “Vehicles and Traffic” of the Code of the Township of Haddon; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and the Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 

SECTION 1:   Section 223-12 entitled “Parking Time limited on Certain Streets” of the Code of the Township of Haddon is hereby amended to include the following locations:

One Hour Parking 
Carlton Avenue from a distance 25 feet from the northwestern corner of Westmont Avenue to the western end of Carlton Avenue.

Carlton Avenue from a distance 50 feet from the southwestern corner of Westmont Avenue to the westerly end of Carlton Avenue.

SECTION 2:  Section 223-13 entitled “Parking Prohibited at All Times on Certain Streets” of the Code of the Township of Haddon is hereby amended to include the following locations:
East Albertson Avenue from a point 191 feet from the southeast corner of Haddon Avenue to a point 43 feet east thereof.

Rhoads Avenue from a point 350 feet from the easterly corner of Valley Drive to a point 240 feet east thereof.

Rhoads Avenue on the northern side from MacArthur Drive to Valley Drive

SECTION 3:  Section 223-32 entitled “No Turn on Red” of the Code of the Township of Haddon is hereby amended to include the following locations:
On Reeve Avenue turning north onto Haddon Avenue from 7:00 AM to 5:00 PM.

SECTION 4: Except as set forth in Section 1, 2 & 3, the balance of Chapter 223 shall not be affected by this Ordinance.

SECTION 5:   All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.
SECTION 6:   If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance.       

SECTION 7.  This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication according to law.
