ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY SITUATED IN THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON KNOWN AS BLOCK 21.10, LOTS 28, 29 AND 30 ON THE MUNICIPAL TAX MAP OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law (N.J.S.A. 40:12A-1, et seq.) (“LRHL”), on November 26, 2002 the Township adopted a redevelopment plan for the Westmont Theatre which included, among other parcels, real property now known as Block 21.10, Lots 28, 29 and 30 on the Municipal Tax Map of the Township (“P.I.Q”); 


WHEREAS, the P.I.Q. is located in the downtown district of Haddon Township where it is common knowledge that offsite parking is in high demand and needed for the continuing economic viability of Township businesses, as well as the public health, safety and welfare of the Township residents who live in or near the downtown district;


WHEREAS, the LRHL authorizes the use of eminent domain or the taking of private property for public use; 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2014-091, the Board of Commissioners adopted a Resolution authorizing the Township of Haddon to conduct a preliminary entry and investigation onto the P.I.Q.;

WHEREAS, the Township has ensured that the appropriate inspections have been or will be conducted on the P.I.Q. in order to determine condition and the Township authorized and commissioned an appraisal of the P.I.Q. to establish fair market value;
WHEREAS, the record owners of the P.I.Q. have submitted their own appraisal for the P.I.Q. to establish fair market value as well;

WHEREAS, the Township and the record owners have concluded bonafide negotiations whereby the Township will acquire the P.I.Q. by way of mutual agreement and without the use of eminent domain for the aggregate sum of Five Hundred Thousand ($500,00.00) Dollars in order to acquire the P.I.Q.;

WHEREAS, the Township is acquiring the P.I.Q. consistent with its authority to acquire privately-owned land for public purposes pursuant to the LRHL and the Local Land and Buildings Law, (N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq.) (“LLBL”) and wishes to memorialize its authority to acquire the P.I.Q. consistent with law and pursuant to this Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, sufficient funds have been or will be appropriated by the Township in order to acquire the P.I.Q.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey that pursuant to and in furtherance of the authority granted to the municipality under the LRHL and the LLBL, the purchase of the P.I.Q., more fully described as Block 21.10, Lots 28, 29 and 30 on the Municipal Tax Map of the Township of Haddon is hereby authorized and approved;
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Township Solicitor on behalf of the Mayor and Board of Commissioners along with Township staff is authorized to take all steps necessary and legally required to conclude and close the purchase of the P.I.Q. with an aggregate purchase price not to exceed Five Hundred Thousand ($500,000.00) Dollars, and subject to the provisions set forth in this Ordinance; and
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Mayor of the Township of Haddon and other necessary Township officials shall be and hereby are authorized to execute the appropriate documents including, but not limited to an Agreement or Agreements of Sale for the purchase of the P.I.Q. and all other documents necessary to implement said transaction on behalf of the Township of Haddon.
