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ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY REPEALING AND REPLACING CHAPTER 154 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON ENTITLED
“MERCANTILE LICENSES"
WHEREAS, the Township of Haddon (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law; and
WHEREAS, Chapter 154 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled "Mercantile Licenses," regulates and governs the registration and licensing of businesses operating within the Township of Haddon; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Commissioners have determined it to be in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare to repeal and replace Chapter 154 to provide for consistent and clear standards for the licensing and/or registration of businesses operating within the Township and to ensure each such business complies with all applicable provisions of the Code of the Township of Haddon;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1:
   Chapter 154 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled "Mercantile Licenses," is hereby repealed in its entirety and replaced with the following new chapter:
CHAPTER 154   LICENSING AND REGISTRATION OF BUSINESSES
ARTICLE I.  GENERAL PROVISIONS
§154-1 Purpose.
The purpose of this Chapter is to require all businesses that operate within the Township of Haddon to apply for and obtain a license to conduct such business, or to register with the Township as the case may be, in order to provide the Township with the opportunity to confirm that every business operating within the Township complies with all applicable regulatory and zoning requirements of the Code of the Township of Haddon and further to ensure that the Township of Haddon is provided with current and accurate contact information for each such business so as to foster and promote the coordination of safe and efficient emergency management procedures and responses with respect to the operation of all businesses within the Township of Haddon as a means to ensure the public's health, safety and welfare.

§154-2 Definitions.
For the purpose of this Chapter, the following terms shall have the following meanings:


BUSINESS
The carrying on or exercising within the Township of any trade, business, vocation, occupation, profession, enterprise and/or establishment for the purpose of making sales of products or services to any persons, or any manufacturing, commercial or financial activity, service or business, including but not limited to every kind of vocation, occupation, commercial enterprise and establishment and all other kinds of commercial activities, together with all devices, machinery, vehicles and appurtenances used therein, which activities are conducted on, within or from any property situated within the Township.  
BUSINESS REGISTRATION STATEMENT

The document required to be filed with the Township Clerk by businesses that are required to register with the Township pursuant to Article III of this Chapter.

CHIEF OF POLICE

The Chief of the Haddon Township Police Department, or his or her designee.

GOVERNING BODY

The Mayor and Commissioners of the Township of Haddon.


LICENSE 
The document issued to a licensee evidencing compliance with the licensing requirements of this Chapter.
LICENSEE

The holder of a business license issued by the Township pursuant to this Chapter.


MORAL CHARACTER AND TURPITUDE 

As used herein, the term "moral character and turpitude" shall mean or refer to behavior involving fraud, larceny and/or the intent to harm persons or things.


PERSON

Any individual and/or business, including but not limited to individuals, partnerships, limited liability companies and/or corporations and any owner, shareholder, officer, director, employee and/or agent thereof.
PLACE OF BUSINESS or PROPERTY
Each place, location and/or property at, from or upon which a licensee or registrant operates and/or conducts business, including all improvements, structures or buildings thereon and all equipment and appurtenances connected to or used in connection therewith.

REGISTRANT

A business or person who files a Registration Statement pursuant to this Chapter.

SEASONAL BUSINESS
A business which is open and operates on a temporary and/or periodic basis, including but not limited to any business that operates during only a portion or fraction of any 12-month period, whether or not such operation recurs year to year.  For purposes of this Chapter, a garage sale or yard sale shall not be deemed to be a seasonal business.

TOWNSHIP


The Township of Haddon.


TOWNSHIP CLERK


The municipal clerk of the Township of Haddon, or his or her designee.

§154-3  Scope
This Chapter shall apply to all businesses operating within the Township except as follows:

A. 
this Chapter shall not apply to any business which is specifically licensed under any other provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon, it being the intent of the Township that such other provision of the Code shall be deemed to apply to the type of business identified therein and that any business not specifically regulated by another chapter of the Code shall be regulated by this Chapter; and
B. 
The licensing provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to any business or occupation which is otherwise licensed by any department, division or agency of the State of New Jersey; provided, however, that such business or occupation shall be required to register in accordance with Article III of this Chapter.

§154-4   Calculation of Time

For purposes of this Chapter, the time within which any action is required to be taken shall be calculated using business days only and neither weekends nor legal holidays shall be counted.
§154-5   Compliance with Code Required

Except as expressly stated herein, nothing in this Chapter shall be construed as a waiver of any other provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon and all licensees and/or registrants shall be required to satisfy such provisions of the Code as are or may be applicable to the business and/or business operations of such licensee or registrant, including but not limited to zoning requirements, sign permits, payment of property taxes and/or property maintenance requirements.
ARTICLE II.  LICENSE REQUIRED; LICENSE APPLICATION AND PROCEDURES
§154-6 License Required; Posting; Licenses Non-Transferable
A. 
Except as otherwise provided in this Chapter, no person shall engage in or carry on any business within the Township of Haddon without first obtaining a business license from the Township Clerk which shall be issued by the Township Clerk in accordance with the requirements of this Chapter. 

B. 
A license issued pursuant to this Chapter shall authorize the licensee to conduct only the business for which the license is issued and shall authorize such business to be conducted only at, on, within and/or from the property specified in the license application and identified in the license.
C. 
A license issued pursuant to this Chapter shall be prominently displayed at all times in a conspicuous place on the property where the licensed business is authorized to be conducted as same is identified on the face of the license.
D. 
It shall be unlawful for any person to post a license on a property other than the property for which the license was issued.  It shall be unlawful for any person to knowingly deface or destroy a license issued and posted in accordance with this Chapter.
E. 
No license issued pursuant to this Chapter may be assigned or transferred in any manner for any reason.  A new license shall be required upon any change in ownership of a licensed business or any change in the place of business and/or property where a licensed business is conducted.   
F. 
Any license issued prior to the effective date of the current version of this Chapter shall remain valid until the original date of expiration thereof.  Thereafter, all such licensees shall be required to comply with the renewal provisions of this Chapter. 

§154-7  License Application Requirements
All persons applying for a license pursuant to this Chapter shall complete and submit to the Township Clerk, or his or her designee, a Business License Application and Zoning Permit Application (pursuant to Section 142-68 of this Code) on the required forms which forms shall be maintained on file with the Township Clerk and the Zoning Office.  The Business License Application shall require the applicant to furnish the following information: 
A.
The name and current address, telephone number, cellular telephone number, email address, website, if any, social security number and driver's license number of the applicant and/or the person completing the application on behalf of the applicant, as well as any previous or alternate business names used by the applicant in the five year period preceding the date of the application.
B. 
The name and address of all shareholders, members, partners, directors, officers and registered agent(s) of the applicant.  If any such shareholder, member or partner is itself a business entity of any kind, the applicant also shall provide the name and address of all shareholders, members, partners, directors and registered agents of same.  
C. 
All details pertaining to the nature and extent of the business proposed to be conducted, including but not limited to the type of business to be conducted and the anticipated nature of the proposed business activities, the proposed hours of operation of the business, and identification, by block, lot and street address, of the specific property upon which the business is proposed to be conducted.
D. 
Proof of authorization to conduct business within the State of New Jersey as evidenced by a copy of a valid business registration certificate issued by the Division of Revenue of the State of New Jersey's Department of Treasury.

E. 
A certification from the Haddon Township Tax Collector that all taxes have been paid and are current for the property from, at or upon which the proposed business is to be operated and/or conducted.

F. 
Such additional information as reasonably may be required by any employee or personnel of the Township of Haddon who is charged with reviewing an application for a license pursuant to this Chapter in order to enable him or her to fulfill his or her duties hereunder.

G. 
The application fee required by Section 111-18 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

§154-8   Referral of applications for review and reporting
A. 
Upon receipt of a Business License Application and Zoning Permit Application, the Township Clerk, or his or her designee, shall first provide the Zoning Permit Application to the Zoning Officer who shall review the application pursuant to the standards set forth in Chapter 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon and shall either:

(1)
return the business license application to the Township Clerk with a Zoning Permit issued in the applicant's name in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article VIII of Chapter 142; or

(2)
issue a denial of a Zoning Permit in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article VIII of Chapter 142 and return a copy of same to the Township Clerk, in which event the Township Clerk shall administratively deny the Business License Application for failure to satisfy the zoning requirements of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

B. 
Upon receipt of a Zoning Permit issued by the Zoning Officer in accordance with this Section, the Township Clerk, or his or her designee, shall then simultaneously provide copies thereof to the Fire Marshal, Construction Code Official, Chief of Police and BID Coordinator for further review and/or investigation in order to determine: (i) compliance with the requirements of the Code of the Township of Haddon pertaining to the occupancy, construction, maintenance and fire safety status of the property and/or buildings on, at or from which the proposed business is to operate, (ii) the business activities to be conducted thereon, (iii) the business and moral character and turpitude of the applicant, and (iv) if applicable, compliance with the requirements of the BID ordinance, rules and regulations.  
C. 
The Fire Marshal, Construction Code Official, Chief of Police and BID Coordinator each shall respond to such referral within ten (10) days of his or her receipt thereof by providing a written recommendation as follows:
1. 
The Fire Marshal shall conduct an investigation of the property from or upon which the applicant proposes to conduct business in order to determine compliance with all applicable requirements of Chapter 122 of the Code of the Township of Haddon and/or the current version of the Uniform Fire Code then in effect.  The Fire Marshal shall mark on the Business License Application his or her findings and/or recommendations as a result of such investigation.
2. 
The Construction Code Official shall conduct an inspection of the property from or upon which the applicant proposes to conduct business in order to determine compliance with all applicable requirements of Chapter 95 of the Code of the Township of Haddon and/or the current version of the Uniform Construction Code then in effect.  The Construction Code Official shall mark on the Business License Application his or her findings and/or recommendations as a result of such investigation.
3. 
The Chief of Police, or his or her designee, shall conduct an investigation of the applicant to determine the moral character and turpitude of same, which investigation may include, without limitation, a criminal background check and/or fingerprinting of the applicant and/or such other persons identified in the application as determined necessary in the discretion of the Chief.  By submitting an application for a business license pursuant to this Chapter, all persons identified thereon agree to be fingerprinted as part of this investigation process.  The Chief of Police shall mark on the Business License Application his or her findings and/or recommendations as a result of such investigation.

4. 
The BID Coordinator shall mark on the Business License Application whether the proposed business is located within a BID.  If the property is located within a BID, the BID Coordinator shall indicate on the Business License Application whether the proposed business complies with the BID ordinance, rules and regulations.  If the business does not so comply, the BID Coordinator shall provide a detailed description of the action required by the applicant in order for the business to comply with same.

D. 
The Township Clerk shall maintain an agenda item on the agenda for each meeting of the Governing Body for the approval or denial of a business license pursuant to this Chapter.  Upon receipt of all reports required by this Section, the Township Clerk shall add the business license application for each such applicant to the agenda for review and consideration by the Governing Body pursuant to Section 154-9 of this Chapter.

§154-9   Evaluation and approval of applications by Governing Body; Standards
A. 
All business license applications shall be submitted for review and consideration by the Governing Body pursuant to the requirements of this Section.  The Governing Body shall consider the reports filed pursuant to Section 154-8(C) and shall vote to approve or deny each business license application after: (i) considering whether the public safety will be jeopardized by issuance of the business license; and (ii) examining the qualifications of the applicant to determine whether said applicant is of good moral character and otherwise is not in violation of any laws of the State of New Jersey or any provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon.  

B. 
The Governing Body shall approve or deny an application for a license within thirty (30) days of receipt of same by the Township Clerk.  In the event the Governing Body fails to take action within said period of time, the business license application shall be deemed denied unless the Governing Body takes action to extend the thirty-day period for a reasonable period of time to allow any Township department or personnel to complete its review and/or investigation or for other reasons which the Governing Body may reasonably determine.  In no event, however, shall the time be extended beyond sixty (60) days such that any application not acted upon within sixty (60) days shall be deemed approved nunc pro tunc to the date same was first filed with the Township Clerk.
C. 
Any applicant aggrieved by the action of the Governing Body hereunder may, within ten (10) days of the date of the action complained of, request a reconsideration hearing before the Governing Body.  Such hearings shall be conducted in the same manner as a revocation hearing pursuant to Article IV of this Chapter, including without limitation the notice provisions thereof.

§154-10  Issuance of License 

A. 
All licenses issued pursuant to this Chapter shall be issued by the Township Clerk within five (5) days of approval thereof by the Governing Body, provided that the applicant shall first pay the fee for issuance of a license as required herein.  

B. 
The fee for issuance of a license hereunder shall be as provided in §111-18 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

§154-11  License Contents
All licenses issued by the Township Clerk in accordance with this Chapter shall include, without limitation, the following information:

A. 
the license number assigned to the license by the Township Clerk;

B. 
the name of the person or business entity to whom the license was issued;

C.  
the place of business and/or property where the person or business entity is licensed to conduct business, including the street name, street number, block and lot thereof; 
D. 
the expiration date of the license; and

E. 
in the event of a temporary business license issued pursuant to Section 154-14, the words "TEMPORARY – SEASONAL VENDOR" shall be clearly marked or written in a conspicuous place on the license.

§154-12  Term of License
Every license issued in accordance with this Chapter shall be valid from the date of issuance to December 31 of the year in which it was issued, unless sooner revoked, except that licenses issued in the month of December shall be valid until December 31 of the following year.  All licenses shall be subject to the renewal provisions of this Article.  
§154-13  Renewal of License
A. 
Every licensee shall be required to renew the business license on an annual basis on or before January 1 of each year.

B. 
The licensee shall submit a new Business License Application, and the required application fee, no later than November 30 of each calendar year.  Said application shall be processed in the same manner as an initial Business License Application, except that the Zoning Officer's review and report shall be limited to a determination of whether the licensed business has impermissibly expanded the business use and/or use of the business property beyond that previously approved by the Zoning Officer and/or in excess of the scope of the Zoning Permit previously issued to the licensee. 
C. 
The Governing Body shall act on every application for renewal of a business license in the same manner as an application for an initial business license as set forth in this Article.

D. 
The application fee for renewal of a business license application hereunder and the fee for issuance of a renewal license hereunder shall be as provided in Section 111-18 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

§154-14  Temporary Business License for Seasonal Vendors

A. 
Any person who seeks to operate a seasonal business within the Township shall first apply for and obtain a temporary business license pursuant to this Section.
B. 
An applicant for a temporary business license shall submit a Business License Application and the required fee therefore at least 60 days prior to the date upon which such seasonal business is to commence operations.  The application fee shall be as provided in Section 111-18 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.
C. 
An applicant for a temporary business license shall supply all information required by Section 154-7 plus the following additional information:

1. 
proof of registration with the Division of Taxation of the State of New Jersey's Department of Treasury, including a copy of a valid certificate of authority to collect sales tax;

2. 
the period of time the applicant proposes to operate the seasonal business, including the proposed starting date and ending date, and the days of the week during which the seasonal business is proposed to be open;

3. 
the names, addresses, driver's license numbers and current photographs (not more than 60 days old) of all individuals employed by the applicant or to be employed by the applicant at the property during the period of time the seasonal business is to operate within the Township;

4. 
a copy of any previous business license issued by the Township for the same seasonal vendor, whether or not the nature of any prior seasonal business operated by said vendor is the same as the seasonal business operations currently proposed;
5. 
a survey of the property from which the seasonal business is proposed to operate, prepared by a New Jersey licensed professional surveyor or engineer, which includes: (i) a depiction of the location of merchandise to be sold, (ii) the location of temporary signs to be used in conjunction with the seasonal business, (iii) the location of on-site parking and any off-site parking associated with the property sufficient to enable evaluation of potential traffic hazards, congestion or the potential for excessive interference with normal traffic movements on adjacent public streets, and (iv) the location of curb access to demonstrate proper ingress and egress from the site.  A hand-drawn sketch or similar rendering may be substituted for a survey as long as the reviewing Township personnel determine such sketch or rendering is sufficient to determine whether the applicant can address the issues identified above and also to determine generally whether the property and proposed location of operations thereon are adequate and sufficient for the safe operation of the proposed seasonal business; and
6. 
a statement indicating how the applicant intends to maintain the property during the operation of the proposed seasonal business, including but not limited to the collection and disposal of trash, refuse, debris and other materials.
D. 
All applications for a temporary business license shall be reviewed by the Zoning Officer, Fire Marshal, Construction Code Official (and/or appropriate sub-code official), Chief of Police and BID Coordinator in the manner set forth in Section 154-8 and shall be approved or denied by the Governing Body in accordance with Section 154-9.

E. 
Upon approval of a temporary business license by the Governing Body, the Township shall issue a temporary business license in accordance with Section 154-10; provided, however, that the fee for issuance of same shall be as provided in Section 111-18 of the Code of the Township of Haddon.

F. 
There shall be no renewal of any temporary business license.  It is the express intent of this section that the expiration of a temporary business license shall have the same effect as termination of a license such that a new temporary business license shall be required each year and/or each season in which a seasonal business intends to operate.    

G. 
All vendors issued a temporary business license for a seasonal business pursuant to this Section shall abide by the following requirements and shall be subject to suspension or revocation of said license, and the denial of future licenses, for any violation of the following:
1. 
seasonal businesses shall be permitted to operate only between the hours of 9:00A.M. to 9:00P.M. and shall only operate on the days of the week identified in the Business License Application which shall be noted on the license issued to every seasonal business; and
2. 
all trash, debris and/or foreign materials shall be removed from the property nightly upon the close of business; and
3. 
any property, equipment, merchandise and/or materials left on-site overnight shall be secured so as to prevent same from being strewn around the property and/or off-site while the vendor is not on-site and in a manner so as to dissuade potential theft and/or vandalism; and

4. 
all property, equipment, merchandise and/or materials belonging to the vendor shall be removed from the property within 48 hours following the expiration of the seasonal business license; and
5. 
prior to erecting, placing and/or maintaining any sign on site, whether to identify the business or to advertise the business merchandise or otherwise, all seasonal vendors shall first obtain a sign permit in accordance with the provisions of Section 142-40 of this Code.
ARTICLE III.   BUSINESS REGISTRATION

§154-15  Registration; When required

All businesses and/or occupations licensed by any department, division and/or agency of the State of New Jersey which are otherwise exempt from the licensing requirements of this Chapter shall nevertheless be required to file a Business Registration Statement with the Clerk of the Township of Haddon pursuant to the provisions of this Article and shall demonstrate compliance with the provisions of Chapters 95, 122 and 142 of the Code of the Township of Haddon prior to commencing any such business operations and/or business activities within the Township.  It is the express intent of this Article that all businesses operating within the Township of Haddon shall be required to demonstrate compliance with the Uniform Fire Code, Uniform Construction Code and zoning code of the Township of Haddon for the health, safety and welfare of all persons occupying or visiting any property from which a business is conducted, whether temporarily or permanently, and the health, safety and welfare of the citizens and residents of the Township of Haddon.
§154-16  Registration statement; Contents; Changes; Posting
A. 
Any business and/or occupation subject to the registration requirements of this Article shall submit to the Township Clerk, or his or her designee, a Business Registration Statement in the form maintained on file in the office of the Township Clerk and the Zoning Office, which form shall require the registrant to provide the following information:
1. 
Name of the business and/or occupation under which the business is to be conducted and a copy of a valid business registration certificate issued by the Division of Revenue of the State of New Jersey's Department of Treasury in the same business name;
2. 
Name, personal address, personal telephone number, cellular telephone number and email address of the person completing the Registration Statement and/or otherwise responsible for handling the business affairs of the registered business or occupation;

3. 
Address and business telephone number of the business to be registered, including the block and lot number thereof;

4. 
Name and address of the registered agent if the business is a limited liability company, partnership, corporation or other form of business entity other than a sole proprietorship;

5. 
Name, address and telephone number of the person to be contacted on behalf of the registered business in the event of an emergency;

6. 
A statement indicating the nature of the proposed business or occupation, proposed hours of operation and number of persons anticipated to be employed by the registered business at or on the property identified in response to subsection (A)(3) above; and
7. 
A current as-built survey of the property from or upon which the registered business is to be conducted and current interior floor plans of the interior of the building within which the registered business is to be conducted.
B. 
It shall be the obligation of the registered business and/or occupation, or such person in charge of same, to report to the Township Clerk any change in the information required to be provided on a Business Registration Statement within fourteen (14) days of the date of any such change.

C. 
A copy of the Business Registration Statement filed with the Township Clerk shall be posted at all times in a conspicuous place on the property at which the business is located and/or conducted at the same address identified in the Business Registration Statement.

§154-17  Investigation; Zoning Permit and Certificate of Occupancy required

A. 
Upon receipt of a Business Registration Statement, the Township Clerk shall provide a copy thereof to the Zoning Officer, Fire Marshal, Construction Code Official and BID Coordinator for review and investigation in accordance with Section 154-8 of this Chapter.  Such officials shall investigate and respond in the same manner as set forth in Section 154-8 for purposes of determining compliance with the requirements of the Code of the Township of Haddon pertaining to the use, occupancy, construction, maintenance and fire safety status of the property and/or buildings at, on and/or from which the proposed business is to operate and/or the business activities are to be conducted.
B. 
No business subject to the registration requirements of this Article shall be permitted to commence and/or conduct business within the Township of Haddon unless and until the registrant has obtained a Zoning Permit and Certificate of Occupancy authorizing the business to be conducted at, on and/or from the property designated on the Registration Statement.  
§154-18  Term; Termination; Renewal and new filings
A. 
All Business Registration Statements shall be effective for one year from the date of issuance except that a Registration Statement shall become null and void and/or shall terminate immediately upon any change in ownership of the registered business or change in the location at which the registered business is conducted as same is identified on the Business Registration Statement.
B. 
The owner and/or operator of every registered business shall file a renewal Registration Statement with the Township Clerk on or before the expiration date of the then-current Registration Statement.  

C. 
Upon the earlier termination of a Business Registration Statement as set forth in subsection (A) above, the business owner and/or operator shall immediately file a new Business Registration Statement identifying the new owner or operator, or the new address and/or property location at or from which the business is proposed to operate, as the case may be.  New Business Registration Statements filed in accordance with this subsection shall be processed in accordance with Section 154-17 and shall be subject to all other provisions of this Article.

ARTICLE IV.   COMPLIANCE AND ENFORCEMENT
§154-19  Inspections; Suspension of business license or business registration

A. 
Whenever it is reasonably necessary to inspect any property used for or in connection with the operation of a business licensed or registered under this Chapter to secure compliance with any provision of this Chapter or to detect violations of this Chapter, the applicant, licensee, registrant and/or owner or operator of such business, or such employee or agent in charge of the property upon which the business operates, shall admit onto the property and into the premises, at any reasonable time admission is requested, any official, officer or employee of the Township who is authorized or directed to make such inspection.

B. 
Notwithstanding any other penalty which may be provided for in this Chapter, and in addition to same, any such duly authorized officer or employee of the Township may issue a summons seeking suspension of the license or registration of any business licensed or registered under this Chapter when access to the property to permit the inspection required by this Section is refused or when anyone acting on behalf of the business interferes with said officer or employee while conducting such inspection.  Any summons issued pursuant to this Section shall be considered a violation pursuant to Section 154-21 and shall be subject to the penalty provisions set forth therein.
§154-20  Suspension and Revocation
A. 
The Governing Body may suspend or revoke any business license issued or registration statement filed pursuant to this Chapter if, after notice and a hearing, the Governing Body finds:

1. 
the licensee or registrant has violated any provisions of this Chapter, any other provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon or any law of the State of New Jersey in the operation of the business for which the license was issued and/or registration statement was filed;
2. 
the licensee or registrant knowingly furnished false or misleading information or withheld relevant information on the Business License Application or Business Registration Statement required by this Chapter or in relation to any investigation authorized by Section 154-8; 

3. 
during the term of the license or registration statement, the licensee, registrant or individual and/or business, including but not limited to any owner, shareholder, officer, director, employee and/or agent thereof, has been convicted of a crime of larceny, receiving stolen goods or crimes involving moral turpitude; 
4.  
the licensee or registered business owner and/or operator refuses to permit an inspection of the property that is the subject of the license and/or business registration and/or unreasonably interferes with the conduct of such investigation in violation of Section 154-19;

5. 
good cause exists which would have constituted valid grounds for denial of the license in the first instance; or
6. 
the licensed or registered business has been conducted by the licensee or registrant in such a manner that continuance thereof would be detrimental to the public health, safety and general welfare of the citizens and residents of the Township of Haddon.

B. 
Hearing on Written Complaint; Notice Procedures

Upon the receipt of a written complaint delivered to the Township Clerk by any municipal official, officer or employee, the Governing Body shall schedule a hearing to determine whether a license issued or registration statement filed pursuant to this Chapter should be suspended or revoked, as the case may be.  The Township Clerk shall provide the licensee, registrant and/or owner and/or operator of the business that is the subject of such complaint with a notice of hearing and copy of the written complaint.  The notice of hearing shall set forth the date and time of the hearing, which shall be at least ten (10) days from the date of such notice.

C. 
Effect of Suspension or Revocation

1. 
A determination by the Governing Body that a license issued or registration statement filed pursuant to this Chapter should be suspended or revoked shall be effective immediately.  
2. 
Procedures on Suspension; Reinstatement
(a) 
In the event the Governing Body determines to suspend a license or business registration, the Governing Body shall set forth in writing the terms or conditions under which the suspension shall be lifted, the name of the Township official, officer or employee who shall be responsible for determining compliance with said conditions and the period of time within which the licensee, registrant or owner and/or operator of the business shall comply with or satisfy such conditions.  
(b) 
On the date by which compliance is required, the designated official, officer or employee shall inspect and/or take such other action as may be necessary to confirm compliance with the conditions established by the Governing Body.  Within two days thereafter, such official, officer or employee shall issue a written certification to the Township Clerk of the status of compliance.  
(c) 
In the event the designated official, officer or employee certifies full compliance with the conditions of suspension, the business license or business registration shall be reinstated administratively by the Township Clerk.  In the event the designated official, officer or employee certifies non-compliance in any manner, the Township Clerk shall schedule a hearing on the non-compliance in the manner set forth in Section 154-20(B) of this Chapter, at which hearing the Governing Body may either continue the suspension with additional or revised terms and conditions or revoke the business license or business registration.
2. 
Upon revocation or suspension of a license issued pursuant to this Chapter, all fees paid by the licensee shall be deemed to be forfeited and shall be retained by the Township with no right for return of any portion thereof.

§154-20  Violations and Penalties


In addition to any other remedy provided for in this Chapter or elsewhere in the Code of the Township of Haddon, including without limitation the right of revocation set forth in Section 154-20 above, any person who carries on and/or operates a business within the Township of Haddon without a valid license issued pursuant to this Chapter, or without first having filed a registration statement, or who violates any other provision of this Chapter or any other provision of the Code of the Township of Haddon, shall, upon conviction therefore, be punished by a fine not to exceed $1,000.00, by imprisonment for a term not exceeding 90 days, or both.  A violation of one or more provisions of this Chapter shall each be deemed a separate offense.  Each day a violation continues shall be deemed a separate offense.

SECTION 2:  Chapter 111 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Fees,” is hereby amended, revised and supplemented by amending, revising and/or supplementing Section 18, entitled “Fees for mercantile licenses from Chapter 154” as follows:
§111-18 Fees for business licenses from Chapter 154
A.
In accordance with Section 154-6(E), a fee of $100.00 shall be paid upon the filing of an application for a business license.

B. 
In accordance with Section 154-14, a fee of $75.00 shall be paid upon the filing of an application for a temporary business license.

B.
In accordance with Section 154-12(D), a fee of $50.00 shall be paid upon the filing of an application for renewal of any business license.
C. 
In accordance with Section 154-9(B) and Section 154-12(D), a fee of $10.00 per license shall be paid upon the issuance of a business license, a renewal business license or a temporary business license.
SECTION 3:   All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

SECTION 4:   If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance.
