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ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, COUNTY OF CAMDEN

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY REPEALING AND REPLACING CHAPTER 99 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF HADDON, ENTITLED
“CRYSTAL LAKE POOL"
WHEREAS, the Township of Haddon (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 99 of the Code of the Township of Haddon was enacted in 1937 to require residents to obtain a bathing tag to gain access to and/or utilize the municipally-owned Crystal Lake Pool; and 
WHEREAS, Chapter 99 has not been reviewed and/or amended in detail since its enactment in 1937; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined that the Township's operation and maintenance of the Crystal Lake Pool and the obligations and responsibilities of persons who purchase memberships to utilize same are not adequately reflected in Chapter 99 in its current version and have further determined that it is in the best interests of the Township to amend and/or revise Chapter 99 accordingly; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1:   Chapter 99 of the Code of the Township of Haddon, entitled “Crystal Lake Pool," is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with a new Chapter 99, entitled, "Crystal Lake Pool," to read as follows:

CHAPTER 99 – CRYSTAL LAKE POOL
ARTICLE I – GENERAL PROVISIONS
99-1
Purpose

The Crystal Lake Pool is a municipally-owned and operated pool.  The purpose of this Chapter is to establish and/or ratify the requirements for membership to the Crystal Lake Pool and to establish, ratify and/or confirm the rules and regulations regarding access and use of the Crystal Lake Pool by members and their guests.   
99-2  
Definitions
As used in this Chapter, the following words shall have the meanings indicated:

ADULT

A person or individual of the age of 18 years or older.

AGE

The age of a person or individual as of May 1 of each year.

CAREGIVER

A person other than a parent or legal guardian of a child responsible for the care and maintenance of a child in the absence of the child's parent or legal guardian.

CHILD or CHILDREN
Person(s) or individual(s) under the age of 18 years.
FAMILY

A single residential unit residing in the same household to include two parents (a mother and father, civil union couple or domestic partners) and two (2) or more dependent children.

GOVERNING BODY

The Board of Commissioners of the Township of Haddon.

GUEST

A person or individual who is not a member of the pool and who is accompanied to the pool by a member.

MEMBER

A person or individual who has paid a membership fee, holds a valid membership tag and is and remains in good standing as a member of the pool.

NON-RESIDENT
A person or individual who does not reside and/or dwell permanently or continuously within the municipal borders of the Township of Haddon.
POOL

The Crystal Lake Pool.

POOL AREA

The entire area owned by the Township that encompasses the Crystal Lake Pool and its amenities, including but not limited to the pools, pool patios, all buildings associated and/or operated with the pool, the playground and/or open space areas.

POOL MANAGER

The municipal employee designated by the Township as having responsibility for managing and/or operating the Crystal Lake Pool and/or his or her designee.
POOL STAFF

All persons who work under the direct or indirect supervision of the Pool Manager, whether as an employee of the Township or as a volunteer.

RESIDENT

A person or individual who resides and/or dwells permanently or continuously within the municipal borders of the Township of Haddon.

SEASON

The period of time within the calendar year during which the pool is open for use and enjoyment by members, guests of members and/or daily admission pass holders.

TOWNSHIP

The Township of Haddon.

ARTICLE II – MEMBERSHIPS; FEES; CONDITIONS  
99-3
Membership Required for Use and Enjoyment
The right to use and enjoy the Crystal Lake Pool shall be limited to members, guests of members and daily admission pass holders.  
99-4
Types of Memberships; Daily Admission; Fees
A. 
The following memberships shall be available for purchase each season and each such membership so purchased shall be valid for the length of the season in which the membership is purchased:  
1. 
Resident – Family Membership: includes two parents (mother and father, civil union couple and/or domestic partners) and two (2) or more children who are residents of the Township of Haddon.  

2. 
Resident – Individual Membership: includes any single person or individual over the age of four (4) years who is a resident of the Township of Haddon.  
3. 
Non-Resident – Family Membership: includes two parents (mother and father, civil union couple and/or domestic partners) and two (2) or more children who are not residents of the Township of Haddon.  

4. 
Non-Resident – Individual Membership: includes any single person or individual over the age of four (4) years who is not a resident of the Township of Haddon.
5. 
Caregiver Membership: includes a membership for one (1) person who qualifies as a caregiver pursuant to the definition of same as set forth in Section 99-2 of this Chapter.

B. 
Daily admission passes shall be available for purchase, and shall be required for access and use of the pool, by guests of members and non-members other than guests of members.  The types of daily admission passes shall include guest pass, single daily admission for residents and single daily admission for non-residents.
C. 
The membership fee(s) for each type of membership and each type of daily admission pass shall be established annually by resolution of the Governing Body.

D. 
All members shall be issued a tag which shall be required for admission to the pool area.  All daily admission pass holders shall be issued a daily admission pass and/or such other proper identification which shall be required for admission to the pool area.  

99-5 
Additional Fees; Exemptions; Exceptions

A. 
The following persons, groups and/or classes of individuals shall be exempt from the fee requirements of this Chapter:

1. 
Children of the age of three (3) years or younger; and

2. 
Volunteer Fire and EMT members and their spouse or domestic partner and dependent children (upon certification of the Fire Department Chief); and
3. 
Any school within and/or part of the Haddon Township School District.

B. 
The following persons, groups and/or classes of individuals shall be entitled to payment of a reduced fee as set forth below in the amount established by the Governing Body in the annual fee resolution:

1. 
Groups consisting wholly of persons with disability(ies) or impairment(s):  reduced daily rate per person so long as proof of insurance is supplied;

2. 
Licensed Day Care Centers operating within the Township of Haddon: reduced daily rate per person so long as proof of insurance is supplied and the daily rate for lifeguards is also paid;

3. 
Residents of the Borough of Audubon Park may join at resident rates; and

4. 
Non-resident municipal employees may join at resident rates.


C. 
The Governing Body also may establish rates for the following:
1. 
Private splash parties conducted by local civic, religious or educational groups;

2. 
Private birthday parties;

3. 
Swim team memberships; 

4. 
Private swim lessons for members; and

5. 
Pavilion parties.
99-6
Conditions of Memberships and Daily Admission Passes
A. 
Memberships and daily admission passes are non-refundable and non-transferrable.  Membership tags and daily admission passes shall be used only by the person in whose name same was issued.  

B. 
All tags and daily admission identification shall be prominently displayed by the person in whose name same is issued and shall be available at all times for inspection upon request of the Pool Manager and/or any lifeguard, pool volunteer and/or other person designated by the Pool Manager and/or Township as having authority to enforce the provisions of this Chapter.

C. 
The Governing Body shall adopt, by resolution, rules and regulations governing the use and enjoyment of the Crystal Lake Pool.  The rules and regulations shall be included in the Crystal Lake Pool Handbook prepared by the Pool Manager, which handbook shall be issued to members and daily admission pass holders.  A copy of the handbook also shall be maintained on file in the office of the Township Clerk.

D. 
It shall be a condition of admission that all persons permitted to enter the pool area, including without limitation members, guests of members and daily admission pass holders, are subject to and shall be required to comply with the rules and regulations adopted by the Governing Body, as same may be amended from time to time.  The Pool Manager shall have the authority to remove from the pool area and/or revoke the membership or daily admission pass of any person found to be in violation of the rules and regulations governing the use and enjoyment of the pool and/or any requirement and/or other provision of this Chapter.  

E. 
Any person who previously was removed from the pool area for violating the rules and regulations governing the use and enjoyment of the pool in accordance with this Section shall not be entitled to the privilege of membership and/or daily admission to the pool in any future year and the Township and/or Pool Manager may refuse to issue a membership and/or admission to all such persons.
ARTICLE III
 – OPERATION OF POOL; ENFORCEMENT
99-7
Hours of Operation 

The hours of operation of the Crystal Lake Pool shall be established annually by the Pool Manager, subject to the review and approval of the Director of Public Works, Parks & Public Property.  The hours of operation shall be included in the Crystal Lake Pool Handbook.  The hours of operation may also include times allotted for swim lessons, swim practice, adult swim, water exercise classes, the toddler wading pool, lap lanes for adults and the like.
99-8 
Pool Maintenance

The Pool Manager shall be responsible for ensuring proper maintenance and hygiene of the pools and proper maintenance of the pool area and shall establish a pool maintenance schedule which shall be included in the hours of operation.

99-9
Unlawful Acts
Notwithstanding any other law, rule or regulation, violation of the following shall be deemed unlawful:

A. 
No alcoholic beverages are permitted in the pool area;

B. 
No gambling is permitted in the pool area;

C. 
No pets or animals are permitted in the pool area.

D. 
Smoking shall be permitted only in areas designated for same.

E. 
Access to and/or use of the pool area by persons who are not members, guests of members or daily admission pass holders is prohibited and no trespassing is permitted by any unauthorized person, individual or group of persons or individuals when the pool is closed.

F. 
No person or individual shall destroy or otherwise damage any real or personal property within or without the pool area.

99-10 
Violations and Penalties
A. 
Pursuant to Section 99-6(D), any person found by the Pool Manager to be acting or conducting himself or herself in violation of any of the rules and regulations governing the use and enjoyment of the pool and/or any requirement and/or other provision of this Chapter may be removed from the Pool Area by the Pool Manager or the Haddon Township Police.  In the event a person is removed pursuant hereto, an incident report shall be completed and maintained on file in the office of the Pool Manager which describes the events resulting in the removal, a description of the events occurring during the removal and whether the Haddon Township Police were called to assist with and/or effectuate such removal.

B. 
In addition to removal from the Pool Area, any person or persons who violate any provision of this Chapter or any rule or regulation promulgated hereunder shall, upon conviction, be punishable by a fine not exceeding $1,000, or by imprisonment for a term not exceeding 90 days, or both.

SECTION 2:   All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

SECTION 3:   If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance.       

SECTION 4.  This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication according to law, but no earlier than _______________, 2016.
