DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco reviewed the Engineer’s Report for January 17, 2017.  
Public Works, Water/Sewer Department:  Mr. Stevenson reported that he is in the process of identifying the intersections and roads that need to be done this year for the road program.   He further stated that there will be some storm water drainage improvements.  Mr. Stevenson reported that at this time Public Works employees are focusing on potholes and will continue as the weather holds up.   Mayor Teague reports on two potholes that need to be checked on Fern and Strawbridge and another further down on Fern towards Cuthbert, there is a manhole with a smaller pothole that is chewed up.
Tax Assessor:  Mr. Blaskey reported the Tax Assessor’s Office filed its 2017 book with the Camden County Board of Taxation.
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported on an e-mail Mayor Teague forwarded to her from a company called Hometown Press.  Ms. Burns met with the representatives from that company which produces something called new residents folders.  She further reports that the Township would have complete design over the folder inside and out and Hometown Press would sell the advertising.  Ms. Burns points out that the Township would receive 1,000 folders for free.  With the new Fieldstone Development, Ms. Burns believes this might be a great tool for the businesses.  The folder would contain information on such things as pet licensing, overnight parking, coupons for local eateries.  These items would be given to new residents as they move into the Township.  Ms. Burns also reported that she would be working with Shirley, and as homes come to the Assessor’s Office, the folders might be able to be delivered to those new residents.
Compliance Officer:  Ms. Band reported that she has been working on sending out letters to vacant properties and in January the Township received roughly $10,000 in registration fees.  She further points out that many of these properties area in year #2 and the fee goes from $500 to $1,500.  In February, Ms. Band reports she will be sending out second notice letters and many of the vacant properties were sold last year.

GENERAL DISCUSSION

There being no further agenda business, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Mayor Teague, with both members voting in the affirmative.
Ernie D’Agostino, 3 Reeve Avenue – Mr. D’Agostino came to the meeting to ask about the tires at Tine.  He reported that he has been trying to get the tires removed for years.  Mr. Tine stated that he was told that there was a court date on November 30th and Tine lost and the tires were supposed to be removed by January 2nd and as of today, January 17th, the tires are still there.  The tires are supposed to be kept in an enclosed building.  Ms. Band points out that she was out on Medical Leave and came back at the tail end of this case.  Ms. Band further pointed out that she spoke with Mr. Tine and sent him a letter informing him that this is not up for discussion and the ordinance must be followed.  Ms. Band also instructed Mr. Tine to contact the Zoning Office to see if he is able to put a structure up on this property.  Ms. Band points out that there was something going on with the Fire Inspector.  Mayor Teague invites Mr. Tine back to the January 24th meeting so that the Township can find out what the result of the court case was regarding Mr. Tine and the tires.
There being no further comments from the public, Commissioner Foley moved to close the public portion of the meeting, seconded by Mayor Teague, with both members voting in the affirmative.
There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Foley moved, seconded by Mayor Teague that the meeting be adjourned at 7:11 PM, with both members voting in the affirmative.
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
