DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco reviewed the Engineer’s Report for March 15, 2016.  

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department:  Mr. Stevenson reported the Township had an EPA inspection on the Collection System which is extremely rare and everything checked out okay.  He further reported that the ACO has been terminated by the State.  Public Works is encouraging residents to put out leaves within the next couple of weeks for leaf clean-up.  
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported that the Annual Town wide Pub Crawl is this Thursday.  Jitneys will begin pick-up at 2 PM and will be stopping at all establishments including PATCO.  She further reported that at 10 PM there will be a special T.V. Program, Bravo T.V. Party at Keg & Kitchen, Ryan Harrison, new business coming to town, he is a Chef that participated on Recipe Redemption.   Ms. Burns reported that the landscaping and clean up are done and she worked with the Shade Tree Commission and trees will be planted next month.  She prepared the B.I.D. Budget and sent it off to the Advisory Board for review prior to submitting to Jack Bruno, CFO.  As per Ms. Burns, the website has been updated with town events through May, 2016.  Ms. Burns reported that the Westmont Lions Club Easter Egg Hunt is scheduled for this Saturday at Crystal Lake Pool at 9:30 AM and the Township Rabies Clinic is from 10 AM to 12 PM on the same day at the Public Works Garage.  Ms. Burns finished by reporting the Ritz Theatre is holding a fundraising event this weekend, March 20th called Diva at 7 PM at the Ritz.  All funds benefit the Ritz Theatre.

GENERAL DISCUSSION

There being no further agenda business, Commissioner Foley moved to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
Francine Tryka, President of the West Collingswood Extension Civic Association – Ms. Tryka reported the following issues to the Commissioners:

· Light is needed in the playground area near the jungle gym
· Earth Day celebrated the 1st Saturday in May in the Extension 
· Corner of Rt. 130 & Collings Avenue – there is a big rock that blocks the “Welcome to Haddon Township” sign.  Ms. Tryka asked if that rock could be moved.
· On the same corner, there is a lot of bamboo encroaching on trees and she fears the trees will die.  Ms. Burns said Jackson Ravelli is working on his Eagle Scout and she suggested that area as a project.

· Corner of Rt. 130 and Newton Avenue -  couple blocks up from car dealership, near the fence that always gets hit by cars, there is a lot of cement and debris.  The Civic Association would like to clean up that corner.  Mayor Teague advised that they clean-up that area and put the cement and debris in a pile and Public Works will come and get it.
· Pulled water is down near the rail road tracks due to the storm drains getting clogged.  The Civic Association was told that Township is unable to abate the issue since it is not Township property.  Mr. Fusco responded that he will contact the Railroad.  There is another water problem coming from Lynne Gardens at Lynne & Collings Avenue near the monument.
· The upholstery business on Rt. 130 and the signage.  Mr. Palo reported that Planning/Zoning is working on this issue.  Ms. Tryka wasn’t sure that property was in compliance when it comes to cleanliness.  Mayor Teague responded that Ms. Band will go out and take a look as the Compliance Officer for the Township.
· Parking lot across from Upholstery Business.  Ms. Tryka reported there is an inoperable vehicle with no wheels.  Captain Bishop stated that the Township can give a 10 day notice.
· Curb cut outs.  Mayor responded we address the curb cutouts as we can in the budget.  Mayor Teague further pointed out that the Town continues to work on those but are unable to immediately address all of them.  He requested that Ms. Tryka send information on what curb cut outs need to be done in that area. 
· Ms. Tryka asked if Pedestrian Walkways are painted.  Mr. Fusco responded if they are in school routes, otherwise in remote areas it isn’t necessary.  She thinks it will help people stop at stop signs.

· Ms. Tryka asked if stop sign polls can be illuminated.  Mr. Fusco responded that he will check into the stop signs since the polls should have reflectors.
· Rules for on street parking and parking permits.  Commissioner Foley responded that you have to prove a need, if you have a driveway that fits two cars then you would be denied.  Ms. Tryka mentions two individuals that have a driveway the length of their property and they were given permits.  She wanted to know if parking permits can be revoked. Commissioner Foley responded that permits expire after one year.  Mayor Teague reports that the Township has been more stringent with parking permits over the last couple of years.
· The Township is great about picking up leaves, but the residents would like a schedule.  Mr. Stevenson responded that the Township picks up leaves weekly during leafing season which starts in October.  Mayor responded that the Township does not issue a schedule because if they get off schedule the Township starts to receive complaints.  The Township picks leaves up every week or every other week.
· Mr. Litwak is moving out of the neighborhood to assisted living near his daughter.   There will be a party at the Creek probably around the 1st week of April.
There being no further comments from the public, Commissioner Foley moved to close the meeting to the public, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty, with all members voting in the affirmative.
There being no further business to discuss, Commissioner Foley moved, seconded by Commissioner Dougherty that the meeting be adjourned at 7:25 PM, with all members voting in the affirmative.
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
