DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Greg Fusco reviewed the Engineer’s Report for April 19, 2016.  

Public Works, Water/Sewer Department:  Mr. Stevenson reported that the Go Green Event is this weekend and there are some issues with collecting televisions and there should be more information on this at the event.  Mayor Teague reported that in the future the Township may not be able to collect televisions at Public Works.  Mr. Stevenson reported there is also an issue with waste oil being collected at the Public Work’s facility due to the fact that they don’t get an acceptable reading, therefore, in the future Public Works will stop accepting waste oil.  Commissioner Foley asked Mr. Stevenson what the alternative is and he responded anywhere you get your oil changed or you purchase oil should have something in place.   Mr. Stevenson reported that the ball field in West Collingswood Heights in almost finished.  Mayor Teague pointed out that the residents love the new storage facility with bathrooms.   Mr. Stevenson finished his report by stating Albertson Avenue Pump Station has been put out to bid and hopefully will be awarded on April 26, 2016.  Mayor Teague reported that the Township received NJ DOT State Aid for the completion of Mansion Avenue.
Tax Assessor:  Mr. Blaskey reported the Tax Assessor’s Office is conducting inspections of properties that filed 2016 tax appeals
BID/Town Events:  Ms. Burns reported the Go Green Event is Saturday, April 23rd from 10 am to 2 pm at the corner of Crystal Lake Avenue and MacArthur Blvd, which is the old Thriftway Shopping area.  Ms. Burns pointed out that the same type of items collected last year will be collected this year.  She announced the Annual Yard Sale would be held on May 7th with a rain date of May 14th.  Ms. Burns stated she started to work on the Haddon Press and she believes it is important to have an article on what will happen with e-waste.  Finally, Ms. Burns reported on two new businesses in the Township:  Preservation, 24 Haddon Avenue which is a company that cans homemade pickles, jellies, and hot sauces just to name and few.  The owner was on two Top Chef Shows on Bravo. The other business is called Rocket Fizz located between Finizios and Yogos.  This business is a franchise out of California known for old fashion soda pop, candy and novelty goods.
