AGENDA ADJUSTMENTS
Marge Howley requested 2019 planting be added to the agenda.
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Pastor Gary Englestad from 134 Penn Avenue (corner property Oriental) attended the meeting to discuss tree roots uplifting his sidewalk and incorrect location of existing trees.  Chris discussed that Bradford Pears are generally approved for removal, all other healthy trees are not approved for removal.   Pastor Englestad was given a copy of the sidewalk brochure for his use.  Renee will evaluate the two trees of concern.   Pastor Englestad also requested to be added for a new tree.
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MINUTES
Chris Squazzo motioned to approve the minutes from the April 25, 2018 meeting.  Jim Rhodes seconded.   Minutes approved.

BUSINESS
Spring 2019 and 2020 Spring Plantings:   Marge distributed the new lists for potential trees to be planted 2019 and 2020.   The list contains 160 trees.   Marge requested each section be checked for planting including whether or not there are overhead wires, planting strip width and cross streets included.   Marge is also looking for areas for target plantings.   Due to the numerous locations that are removed from planting due to utilities locations, John Nystedt suggested design mark outs be used before final planting lists are completed.
Fall Planting 2018 Crystal Lake Pool and BID:  Chris will talk to Mayor Teague and Jim Stevenson to find out the amount of funds available for tree planting.   The concrete bottoms in the trees wells in the business district need to be removed before new trees can be planted.
Insurance Reimbursements:  Tabled
County Roads Tree/Ordinance:  Chris will talk to Bill Brash and Mayor Teague to develop a new ordinance regarding trees on county roads.   Jim Rhodes will talk to the county about the proper mulching of trees on county roads.
Stump Removal:  Chris has a new list of stumps for removal.  The list needs to be checked to verify the stumps have not been removed by homeowner.
Tree Removal:   Trees are currently being removed by an outside contractor according to the SOP.

Pruning:  The commission wants to have the trees pruned throughout the town.  It is suggested that one section each year be pruned by a certified arborist.   

CEU’s:  Tabled

E-Blasts:  Jim Rhodes has gathered information on creating a memorial tree program.   Before all the details are completed, the information will be submitted to Mayor Teague for approval.

Enforcement/Violation:  318 Westmont Avenue planted a new tree to replace the tree removed without a STC evaluation and permit.
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CSIP:   The STC will be receiving their approved status letter.

MEMBER COMMENTS
Jim Rhodes completed CORE Training at Rutgers on May 5th.

Chris motioned to adjourn the regular meeting, Jim seconded.   Meeting adjourned.
WORK SESSION
Chris motioned to reopen the meeting for the work session.   Renee seconded.   Meeting opened to work session.

Emerald Ash Borer:   Renee explained the larva burrows throughout the tree leaving large hollow areas and killing the tree from the inside out.  

Marge discussed creating a plan to collect the information for an inventory of ash trees.  Marge discussed characteristics of the ash tree and will forward an email with identification guidelines.  Marge also suggested an eblast to give information to residents who have ash trees on their private property.  It is suggested that if the tree is less than 10” in diameter that the tree be removed.
Chris motioned to adjourn the work session.   Renee seconded.   Meeting adjourned.
