Judy, a resident from Haddon Township attended the meeting to learn more about the Shade Tree Commission.
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February 27, 2019
BUSINESS
Spring 2019 and 2020 Spring Plantings:  Marge Howley updated the commission on the planting.   A total of 109 trees have been ordered from two nurseries to increase the diversity of tree species being planted.  The trees will be delivered the last week of March or first week of April depending on the weather.  Lisa Simms from New Jersey Tree Foundation will call in the mark-outs so they are ready for the weekend of March 30-31.   The sections will be marked as follows:  Chris Squazzo will mark Sections 2, 3, 6 and the Crystal Lake Pool.  Marge will mark Sections 1 and 4, Renee Papaneri will mark section 5.  The Strawbridge School area will also be completed during this season of tree planting.   Betty will provide the watering flyers to Marge.
Annual Accomplishment Report and Tree City USA:  Dave Mullins completed the Annual Accomplishment Report and it has been approved by the State.
Chris Squazzo will complete the report for the renewal of Tree City USA.

Green Event 2019:  Jim Rhodes has ordered the saplings for the Green Event and will try to order an additional 300 for the Arbor Day planting by the 8th graders at the Rohrer Middle School in April.
Insurance Reimbursements:  Dave Mullins has contacted Kate Burns to receive information needed for insurance claims regarding trees damaged by vehicles.
County Roads Tree/Ordinance:  Jim Rhodes will review Haddon Township Shade Tree Commission Ordinance for the inclusion of county roads. Chris Squazzo will work on this with Jim.
Stump Removal:  Currently an outside contractor, Frank’s Stump Removal, is completing the grinding of 41 stumps.  Additional stumps will be removed when funding is available.
Assessment Form Revisions:   Marge and Renee are attending a training class on March 14th.   After the class Marge will advise the commission on recommendations for the current assessment form.
Pruning:  Tabled 
CEU’s: Marge and Renee will each receive 5 CEU’s for the class they are attending on March 14th.   Chris Squazzo will contact Brial Hotsko, PSE&G, to inquire about classes on molds for 2020.
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E-Blasts:  The commission is actively posting e-blasts on their Facebook page.  Jim suggested to add profiles of the Shade Tree Commissioners.   Also, to include all the accomplishments of the Shade Tree Commission since its start in 2008 under Mayor Teague.
Enforcement/Violation:  Tabled
CSIP:   Dave Mullins is following up on grants available through CSIP.
