BUSINESS
Spring 2019 and 2020 Spring Plantings:  Marge Howley updated the commission on the planting.   The planting will be in early April, exact time is dependent on weather.  All the funding for the planting and purchase of trees is in place.  A total of 106 trees have been ordered through two nurseries.  Marge requested all gator bags be collected and dropped off at the Environmental Center.   Betty will order additional gator bags and tree guards.  Marge will update in February with a timeline for marking locations of the trees.
Annual Accomplishment Report and Tree City USA:  Dave Mullins has compiled all the necessary information for the 2018 Annual Accomplishment Report.   Due to a new form being use for the report, he will complete a Webinar on January 31, 2019 to educate himself on the reporting details.  The report is due February 15, 2019.
Chris Squazzo will complete the report for the renewal of Tree City USA.

Green Event 2019:  Barb Prince has contacted the Shade Tree Commission for attendance at the annual Green Event on Saturday, April 27th from 10 am to 2 pm.  Chris Squazzo, Jim Rhodes and Dave Mullins have volunteered to attend the event.  Jim has ordered seedlings to be distributed at the event.
Insurance Reimbursements:  Dave Mullins volunteered to look into the insurance claims.

County Roads Tree/Ordinance:  Jim Rhodes volunteered to review Haddon Township Shade Tree Commission Ordinance for the inclusion of county roads.
Stump Removal:  A list of 50 stumps has been quoted for removal.   The commission will check the remaining stumps on the list for removal to determine if the stumps are still there or have been removed by February 15, 2019.
Assessment Form Revisions:   Marge has volunteered to research information for updating our assessment forms.
Pruning:  Tabled 
CEU’s:  Chris Squazzo will contact Brial Hotsko, PSE&G, to inquire about classes on molds.

E-Blasts:  The commission is actively posting e-blasts on their Facebook page.  Marge will summarize the updated information on the number of trees planted and species that were planted through the commission.
Enforcement/Violation:  Penn Avenue has been removed from violation, no pertinent information on the tree roots being removed.  Chris will follow-up on 1203 Eldridge Avenue.
CSIP:   Dave Mullins has completed the Annual Accomplishment Report and will file the report by February 15th, 2019.  He will research and apply for grants for the commission. After a discussion, it was decided to focus on continuing to update the tree inventory on the program developed by Ryan Linhart (Commissioner of Finance, Haddon Township).  The commission will focus on creating a broader inventory of the existing canopy and continuing to create an inventory of ash trees for 2019.  Application for 2020 will include planting of new trees.
Jim Rhodes worked with Ryan Linhart on developing a computer program to create an inventory of existing trees.   Jim suggested if the commission is awarded a grant the funds could be used to hire interns to document the current inventory of existing trees in Haddon Township.

Marge suggested the work sessions are established for the entire year 2019 and create a timeline for completion of goals.
