Renee Papaneri motioned to approve the minutes from the February 27, 2019 meeting.  Dave Mullins seconded.   Minutes approved.

BUSINESS
Spring 2019 Planting:  Dave Mullins will update I-Tree with the current planting list. 

The I-Tree program quantifies the economic value of trees and will aid in developing a tree inventory for the Shade Tree Commission.  
Marge handed out street tree placement guidelines to be used in marking the planting locations in the curb strips by the Shade Tree Commissioners.  Chris reviewed the guidelines and reiterated that if there is room for two trees to leave proper spacing if the address is only receiving one tree this planting.  Also, trees must be planted 25 ft. from stop signs due to safety issues.  Do not plant over parallel utility lines.   Planting should be at least 5 ft. from utilities.  Marge also handed out the planting list consisting of 111 trees.   When marking locations, Marge should be contacted if more trees can be planted at the location to be used as alternative location or future plantings.

Annual Accomplishment Report and Tree City USA:  Dave Mullins completed the Annual Accomplishment Report and it has been approved by the State.
Chris Squazzo will complete the report for the renewal of Tree City USA.

CEU’S 2019:  The Shade Tree Commission has completed CEU’s for 2019.  Chris is looking into a class for the January 2020 to train all the Shade Tree Commissioners on the various fungi.

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CSIP:   Dave Mullins reported that the CSIP Grant announcements are not in yet.   All of the Shade Tree Commission work is updated.   Dave is researching other grant possibilities.
MEMBER COMMENTS
Marge Howley handed out information regarding assessing ashes.  The Shade Tree Commissioners need to give Marge the locations of ash trees in their territories by June 15th.  Chris reported there is a large white ash in the Maple Avenue park.   Chris wants to see how much it would cost to treat the tree.  There are four ashes in the Edison woods.   Two of the ashes are declining.   Chris will be evaluating the ash trees in Edison woods.
