Chris reiterated to the resident that Almand Brothers are aware of the Shade Tree Commission and the process of replacing concrete around existing trees and that the company was fined by the township in the past.  The resident also inquired if a sidewalk permit is needed to replace concrete.   The township does require a permit.

BUSINESS
Spring 2019 and 2020 Spring Plantings:   Marge Howley, project manager for tree planting, distributed a spreadsheet with the results of the request for quotes for new trees for the 2019 spring planting.  A discussion ensued regarding which vendor would provide the required species and size.
The commission is researching if design mark outs are permitted.   Mark outs in advance would help with the designation of trees in the curb strips.   

There is an ongoing issue with watering the new trees.   The commission provides gator bags around all the new trees and watering instructions to the residents.   Unfortunately, the bags are not kept filled with water causing some of the trees not to flourish.  

Fall Planting 2018 Crystal Lake Pool and BID:  There will be a total of 10 trees purchased for the pool and street tree planting at the pool.   Six trees inside the pool which includes a dogwood from Chris and 5 outside the pool proper.
Trees for the BID are on hold as of this meeting.

Insurance Reimbursements:  Tabled
County Roads Tree/Ordinance:  Chris Squazzo is researching establishing by-laws for the Shade Tree Commission to include county roads.
Stump Removal:  A request for quote for the removal of 60 stumps will go out in the month of October.
Assessment Form Revisions:   Chris will contact John Nystedt to revise the current assessment form that is used to evaluate trees by the Shade Tree Commission.  The commission will no longer use numbers to assess the trees.
Pruning:  To help reduce the backlog of pruning, the Shade Tree Commission will need to request quotes from outside contractors.   Dave Mullins has been researching various Shade Tree Commissions in the area to review costs for maintenance of trees.  Dave Mullins volunteered to take over the budget for the Shade Tree Commission.   

CEU’s:  Marge will email Chris a course she attended to CEU’s.   Courses are available at the New Jersey Shade Tree Federation Conference being held October 18 and 19, 2018 in Cherry Hill, New Jersey.   Shade Tree Commissioners interested in attending will email Betty Brookes their registration forms.
