The Haddon Township Backyard Chicken Advisory Board was created in September 2015 as part of the Backyard Chicken Program.  The Board’s responsibilities include: 
· Managing the program on a daily basis; 
· Responding to any complaints made by residents concerning backyard chickens, overseeing any corrective actions to be completed by hen owner, if warranted; 

· Managing the application and license process for new program participant, performing the home site visit to certify their property meets Haddon Township’s ordinance requirements; 
· Managing the yearly license renewal process for all Haddon Township hen owners as required by the ordinance;

· Organizing and participating in community outreach and education; and 
· Providing continuing education for hen owners in the program such as tabling events and visits of school children to see the coops and chickens. 

The Board prepares a yearly report for the Mayor and Commissioners with historical program metrics, any complaints and their resolution, as well as all community outreach accomplished. 
The Backyard Chicken Advisory Board meets twice a year (April and October) at the Haddon Township Environmental and Historical Education Center at 143 East Ormond Avenue.  The public is always welcome.
